Teatr kodlasmasinda dovlot siyasoti

Xiilasa: Bu moqalo teatr sonotinin vo dovlast siyasstinin qarsilighh rolunu, tarixi, nozari vo
miiqayisali aspektlordon tohlil edir. Teatrin yalniz estetik hadiso deyil, hom do ictimai institut kimi
foaliyyoti onu dovlet idaragiliyinin tosir obyektino c¢evirir. Bu mogqalonin moaqsadi, dovlat
siyasotinin teatr sistemino tosir mexanizmlorini institusional tonzimlomo, iqtisadi vo repertuar
siyasati, teatrin hom hakimiyyatin legitimlosdirici alotino, hom do tonqidi diskursun meydanina
cevrilmo potensialini miixtolif alimlorin nozoriyyolorinin kontekstindo tohlil etmokdir. Natico
olaraq gostarilir ki, teatr vo dovlst siyasatinin ikili miinasibatlor asasinda hom togvigedici, hom
do mohdudlasdirict miistovids oldugu lakin bu miinasibatin heg vaxt birtorafli olmadigi oks olunur.

State Policy in Theatre Coding

Abstract: This article analyzes the interrelated roles of theatre art and state policy from historical,
theoretical, and comparative perspectives. Theatre, functioning not only as an aesthetic
phenomenon but also as a social institution, becomes an object of influence within the sphere of
state governance. The aim of this article is to examine the mechanisms through which state policy
affects the theatre system—such as institutional regulation, economic and repertoire policy—as
well as theatre’s potential to function both as a tool for legitimizing authority and as a platform for
critical discourse. These issues are analyzed within the context of various scholars’ theoretical
approaches. The study concludes that the relationship between theatre and state policy is dual in
nature, operating on both supportive and restrictive levels; however, this relationship is never
unilateral.

Giris

Teatr vo siyasot arasindaki oslago minilliklor boyu davam edon miirokkab vo ¢oxsaxali bir
dialogdur. Qadim Yunanistanda Dionis sorofino kegirilon festivallardan tutmus miiasir dovriin
dovlat torofindon maliyyolosdirilon milli teatrlarina qodar, sohna sonoti homiso comiyyatdoki giic
miinasibatlorinin, ideoloji miibarizalorin vo kollektiv siiurun formalasdigr mokan olmusdur. Bu
miinasibatin on bariz tozahiirlorindon biri teatrin toskilatlanmasi yoni  yaradiciliq prinsiplari,
toskilati strukturu, repertuar se¢imi vo tamasagi ilo olagoesinin miioyyon gayda vo normalar
cor¢ivasing salinmasi prosesidir. Bu toskilatlanmada dovlst siyasstinin rolu iso miiasir dovrds
getdikco daha aktual todqigat mévzusuna gevrilir.

Dovlot siyasotinin yaranmasi qodim sivilizasiyalara, mosalon, Qoadim Yunanistan vo
Romaya gedib ¢ixir. Homin dovrlordo hokmdarlar comiyyoti tonzimlomok ii¢lin formanlar vo
ganunlar gobul edirdilor. Lakin dovlst siyasatinin miiasir konteksdo elmi sokildo dyronilmasi XIX
osrin sonlarinda baslamisdir. Bu dovrdoe Vudro Vilson vo Con Borces kimi amerikali alimlor
hékumot ilo comiyyat arasindaki miinasibatlori arasdirmigdilar . ikinci Diinya miiharibasindon
sonra is9 ictimai siyasat sosial, iqtisadi va siyasi problemlorin holline yonalmis miistaqil bir elm
sahasi kimi formalagmigdir. Dovlst siyasati dedikds, yalniz hokumatin qanunvericilik aktlar1 vo
ya rosmi sonadlori deyil, eyni zamanda madoniyyot sahosino ayrilan maliyys vosaitlorinin
boliisdiiriilmosi, teatr sobokosinin qurulmasi, milli kimliyin sohnodo tomsili vo senzura
mexanizmlari do daxil olmagqla genis spektrli tonzimloms formalari basa diisiiliir. Miasir dovrde
teatr, xiisusilo do repertuar teatrlari, az sayda istisnalarla, bazar iqtisadiyyat1 soraitindo 6z hesabina
yasaya bilmodiyi {iglin dovlot dostoyino ehtiyac duyur. Bu dostok iso istor-istomoz miioyyon
ohdaliklar va gozlontilorlo miisayiat olunur.

Teatr vo siyasot arasindaki miinasibot tarixi vo nozori baximdan ayrilmaz xarakter dasiyir.
Minilliklor boyu siyasat, sosial hoyatin digor saholorindon — incosonat, din, oxlaq va tarixdon tocrid
olunmus sokildo dork edilmomisdir. Oksing, bu sahslar bir-birini garsiligl sokilds formalasdiran
vo biitov ictimai sistem yaradan elementlor kimi qobul olunmusdur. Qadim diisiinco anonasindo
siyasat yalniz hakimiyyat aloti kimi deyil, yaxs1 vo adalstli hayatin togkili hagqinda elm sayilirdi.
Ona gora do teatr kimi ictimai sonot formasi siyasi realligin xaricindo movcud ola bilmozdi. Teatr
ictimai miinasibatlorin sohno {lizorinde modellosdirilmasi, sosial glic miinasibatlorinin simvolik
ifadasi vo kollektiv siiurun formalagdirilmas: mokanidir. Dovlat siyasati iso bu mokanin ideoloji
istigamatini miioyyon edon struktur giicdiir.

Teatrin siyasotlo miinasibatini yalniz antik dovrden ¢ixis ederok izah etmok yetorli olmaz.
Tarixi tocriiba gostarir ki, hor bir madoniyyat 6ziinamoxsus teatr formalar1 yaratmis vo bu formalar
konkret ictimai-siyasi soraito uygun sokildo forqli funksiyalar yerino yetirmisdir. Teatrin
doyismayan xiisusiyyati onun sosial mahiyyatidir. O, kollektiv tocriibonin estetik ifadasi kimi ¢ix1s
edir, tamasag1 toxoyyliliinii igo salir vo comiyyotdo mdévcud olan miinasibatlori sohno tizorindo
modellosdirir. Bununla yanasi, teatr yalniz movcud realligin tokrar1 deyil; o, halo reallasmamis
imkanlari, potensial doyisikliklori vo alternativ sosial formalar1 da tosovviir miistovisindo
canlandirmaq giiciine malikdir. Bu baximdan teatr hom refleksiya, hom do impuls yaradan
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mokandir. Lakin miiasir dovriin sosial strukturu antik comiyyat modelindon prinsipial sokildo
forqlonir. Miiasir siyasi realliq “kiitlo” anlayisinin formalasmasi ilo sociyyalonir. Bu anlayisin
meydana ¢ixmasi ilo siyasat artiq yalniz hakim tobaqoye aid faaliyyet sahasi deyil, genis ictimai
tobogolorin istirak etdiyi dinamik proseso ¢evrilmisdir. Bunun noticosindo marksizm, fagizm,
kommunizm va liberalizm kimi ideoloji sistemlor meydana golmis vo siyasi tofokkiir yeni miqyas
gazanmigdir. Belo soraitdo teatrin funksiyasi da transformasiyaya ugramisdir.

Miiasir morholodas teatr yalniz dévlat ideologiyasinin otiiriiciisii kimi ¢ixis etmir. O, ictimai
harokatlarin, inqilabi qruplarin va siyasi togkilatlarin istifade etdiyi tosir vasitasine ¢evrilmigdir.
Sohna artiq yalmiz merkozlosdirilmis hakimiyystin deyil, miixtalif sosial qiivvelorin diskurs
sahasidir. Bu dayisiklik vatondas torbiyssinin do xarakterini yenidon miioyyonlosdirmisdir: siyasi
sturun formalasdirilmast artiq yalmiz dovlstin olindo deyil, alternativ madeni platformalar
vasitosilo do hoyata kecirilir. Miiasir gorait teatrin siyasi funksiyasini genislondirmis vo
miirokkablogdirmisdir. O, ham legitimlosdirici, ham do tonqidi rol oynaya bilir. Bu iss siyasatin
tohlilinds yeni metodoloji yanagmalar tolob edir; ¢iinki teatr artiq sadoco madoni hadisa deyil,
siyasi dinamikanin formalasmasinda aktiv istirak edon diskurs sahosidir.

Teatr va siyasat: nazari paradigma

Siyasot mahiyyat etibarilo sosial va siyasi giico asaslanan imumi maraqlarin idars olunmasi
prosesidir. O, yalniz dovlat aparatinda comlonmir, eyni zamanda togkilatlararast miinasibatlordon
baslayaraq ictimai doyorlora godor uzanan genis sahoni ohato edir. Hakimiyyat ugrunda miibarizo
va prosedurlar otrafinda konfliktlar, ictimai nizamin qurulmasi vo qorunmasi siyasatin ayrilmaz
xuisusiyyatloridir. Siyasot bir torofdon hokmranliq vasitesi kimi ¢ixis edir, digor torofdon iso
comiyyat daxilindo miioyyon inteqrasiya vo nizam yaradir. Bu ikili xarakter teatrin da siyasi
funksiyasini sortlondirir, ¢iinki sohnods toqdim olunan hor bir konflikt, har bir gohroman modeli
va har bir sonluq sosial harmoniyanin necs tosovviir edildiyini gostorir.

Institusional baximdan teatr, dovlot tarafindon miioyyen edilmis hiiquqi vo iqtisadi gorgivo
daxilinds foaliyyst gostorir. Bu ¢orgivaya teatrlarin tosis gaydalari, maliyyslosmo monbalari, vergi
giizostlori, miigavilo hiiququ vo amok miinasibotlori daxildir. Dovlot, teatr1 ya birbasa 6zii tosis
edib saxlaya, ya da 6zal teatrlara qrant vo subsidiyalar vera bilor. Bu maliyys asililig1 teatrin
foaliyyat istiqamotlorini dolayist yolla miisyyonlogdiron miihiim amildir.

Ideoloji saviyyadas iso teatr kodlasmasi daha miirokkob xarakter dasiyir. Teatr tamasalar
vasitosilo miloyyan dayarlar, tarixi sorhlor va sosial modellor togdim olunur. Dovlst siyasati bu
dayarlorin formalagsmasina tosir gostore bilor. Masalon, milli teatrlarin yaradilmasi vo onlarin
repertuar siyasotinin dostoklonmosi ¢ox vaxt milli kimliyin qorunmast vo inkisaf etdirilmosi
mogsadi dasiyir. Bu kontekstdo teatr milli birliyin simvolik tomsil mokanina ¢evrilir.
Umumiyyatlo, mdvzuya daha genis arealdan baxdigimiz zaman teatr qodim ritual morasimlordon
formalagaraq ictimai institut halina golmisdir. O, miisyyon dovrde vo mokanda mévcud olan sosial
vo siyasi proseslorin giizgiisiino ¢evrilmisdir. Miiharibslor, lisyanlar, inqilablar, sosial ziddiyyatlor
vo hakimiyyat miibarizalori teatrin asas movzulart sirasinda olmugdur. Bu fakt tosadiifi deyil.
Ciinki insan ictimai va siyasi varliqdir; onun ehtiyaclari, maraqlar1 vo davranis modellari comiyyaot
daxilindo formalasir. Sosial struktur daxilinds mévqelar, iyerarxiyalar vo gilic miinasibotlori
yaranir vo bu miinasibatlor sohnods dramatik formaya salinir. Belsliklo, teatr realligin passiv oksi
deyil, onun yenidon qurulmus estetik modelidir.
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Tarixdo siyasat va teatr kasismasi

Dovlotin teatr hoyatina sistemli sokildo miidaxilosinin on 6nomli niimunslorindon birini
XIX osr Fransasinda miisahido etmok olar. Napoleon Bonapartin 1806-1807-ci illords qobul etdiyi
dekretlorlo Fransada ilk dofa olaraq vahid dovlot teatr sobokosi yaradildi . Bu sistem 1864-cii ilo
godor, demok olar ki, 60 ilo yaxin bir miiddot orzindo foaliyyot gostordi vo teatr prosesinin demok
olar ki, biitiin aspektlorini, repertuardan tutmus direktor toyinatina qodor markozlogdirilmis sokildo
tonzimlodi. Napoleon islahatlar1 1791-ci il Le Sapelye qanunu ilo oldo edilmis badii vo
kommersiya azadligini logv edorak, teatrlar1 yenidon dovlot nozarati altina aldi. Bu yeni sistemda
vilayot teatrlarinin direktorlar1 nazirlik toersfindon toyin olunur, soyyar truppalar ise yalniz
miioyyon edilmis rayonlarda foaliyyot gostormok iiclin dovlot lisenziyasi alirdilar. Teatrlar
golirlorinin 5%-ni dovlstin kassalar tigiin nozords tutdugu xiisusi fonda 6domali idilor. Bu islahat
Fransanin teatr xaritosini yenidon ¢okdi, iki saviyyali sayyar truppalar sistemi yaratdi va qadinlarin
truppa rohbori olmasini qadagan etdi. Bu tocriibo gostorir ki, dovlot siyasoti tokco teatrin
mozmununa deyil, hom ds onun cografi paylanmasina, is¢i qiivvasinin torkibine va iqtisadiyyatina
birbasa tosir gdstoro bilir.

Sosialist diisorgosinin dagilmasi v neoliberal iqtisadi siyasatlorin giiclonmasi ilo 1990-c1
illordo Avropanin bir cox dlkasinds dovlot torafindon maliyyalosdirilon teatrlar ciddi problemlarlo
izlogdi. Bu baximdan, on dramatik niimunalardon biri Berlinin "Ddvlot Sshnolori Kompleksi"nin
(Staatliche Schauspielbiihnen Berlin) baglanmasidir. 1993-cii ilin iyununda Berlin Senati boyiik
biidca kasiri sobabindon Almaniyanin on boyiik vo on bahali teatr kompleksini baglamaq qorarina
goldi . Bu hadiss teatrin dovlat siyasati ilo miinasibatinds yeni bir marholonin, iqtisadi somoralilik
va biidca gonaatciliyi prinsiplorinin madoniyyat siyasating totbiginin bariz niimunasidir. Brandon
Vulf bu prosesi "dovlot-sohno kompleksinin tonazziili" kimi tohlil edir vo geyd edir ki, Berlin
Divarinin dagilmasindan sonra birlosmis Almaniya paytaxtinda siyasi vo iqtisadi giindslik, dovlst
subsidiyalari ilo yasayan teatrlarin mévcudlugunu tohliiks altina atmisdir. Bu ciir iqtisadi tozyiqlor
miiasir teatrlarin faaliyyatinds ikili 6hdsliklor yaradir. Dovlot teatrlart maliyyslosdirir, lakin eyni
zamanda onlardan miioyyon sosial vo madoni funksiyalar1 yerina yetirmoayi gozloyir. Bu
gozlontilor bazaon teatrin badii muxtariyyati ilo toqqusa bilor. Dévlot siyasatinin teatr kodlagsmasina
tosiri tokco maliyyo va ya toskilati soviyyada qalmur; o, teatrin estetik diling, janr se¢iming vo hatta
badonin sohnada tomsiline qadar niifuz eds bilar.

Notica

Dovlet siyasatinin teatr sferasindaki giiclii rolu he¢ do o demok deyil ki, teatr yalniz
hakimiyyatin passiv alotino ¢evrilir. Oksino, teatr tarixi eyni zamanda bu kodlasmaya qarsi
miigavimatin, alternativ modellerin va tonqidi yanasmalarin da tarixidir. XX asr Avropa teatrinda
Bertolt Brextin epik teatri, Ervin Piskatorun siyasi teatr1 vo onlarin davamgilart mévcud siyasi
strukturlarin tonqidi {igiin sohnani platformaya cevirdilor. Brextin "yadlasdirma effekti" tamasagini
sohnado gordiiklorini tobii vo doyismoz qobul etmokdon ¢ixararaq, onlari tonqidi diisiincoya togviq
edirdi. Bu yanagmada maqgsad tamasagini emosional passivlikdon ¢ixarmaq vo onu rasional movqe
tutmaga tosviq etmokdir. Yadlasdirma effekti vasitosilo tamasa¢i sohnado gordiiylinii adi ve
qagilmaz realliq kimi deyil, doyigdirilo bilon sosial konstruksiya kimi qabul edir. Bu modeldas teatr
dovlatin qurdugu harmoniyani tosdiglomir, oksino, onun mexanizmlorini ifsa edir. Tamasac1 yalniz
miisahidaci deyil, ictimai proseslorin masul istirak¢isi kimi togdim olunur.

Bu onononin daha da radikal formasimmi Braziliyali teatr xadimi Avqusto Boalin

"Qanunverici Teatr" (Legislative Theatre) metodologiyasinda goriiriik. Boalin yaratdigi bu model
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tamasacgilar1 passiv miisahido¢i movqgeyindon ¢ixararaq, onlart ictimai miizakirolorin vo hotta
ganun yaradiciligi prosesinin foal istirak¢isina ¢evirmayi hadofloyir.

Siyasi giiciin miihiim komponentlarindon biri zor vo ya zor totbiqi potensialidir. Miiharibs,
siyasi repressiya, iisyan kimi hadisolor teatrin dramaturji materialina ¢evrildikdo, sohno siyasi
travmanin kollektiv stiurda monalandirilmasi mokanina gevrilir. Zorakiligin sohnoalosdirilmosi iki
forqli natico dogura bilor: ya onu normallasdiraraq giiciin gqagilmazligini gobul etdirmok, ya da onu
tonqid edorok empatiya vo etiraz hissi oyatmaq. Teatrin bu funksiyasi onun dovlot siyasati ilo
miinasibotini daha da miirokkoblogdirir, ¢linki o, hom rosmi ideologiyanin dastyicisi, hom do
alternativ diskursun monbayi ola bilor.

Teatr semiotik sistem kimi do ¢oxqatli mesajlar Otiiriir. Pords acildigi andan etibaron
sohnodoki hor bir detal jest, intonasiya, dekor, is1q monalandirma prosesindos istirak edir. Dovlot
siyasati bu menalandirma ¢ar¢ivesini miisyyon ideoloji istiqgamats yonalde bilor, lakin onu tam
nozaratdo saxlamaq miimkiin deyil. Clinki tamasac1 passiv obyekt deyil; o, 6z sosial tocriibasi vo
siyasi movqeyi ilo sohnods gordiiyiinii yenidon sorh edir. Belsliklo, teatr kodlagsmasi homiss agiq
va dinamik proses olaraq qalir. Bu miiqavimot formalar1 gostorir ki, teatr kodlagsmasi he¢ vaxt
tamamilo gapali vo biristiqgamatli proses deyil. Dovlst siyasati teatrin foaliyyati liglin ¢or¢ivo
miioyyon etso do, bu corgivo daxilindo yaradict soxslor vo qruplar 6z alternativ kodlasdirma
strategiyalarini inkisaf etdirs bilirlor.

Siyasotin ekoloji konsepsiyasi onu biitov sosial sistemin torkib hissosi kimi nozordon
kecirir. Bu baximdan teatr modoni alt-sistem kimi siyasatlo qarsiliglt tesirdadir. O, no siyasstdon
tam miistoqildir, no do yalniz onun alotidir. Dovlot siyasati teatrin movzu se¢iming, strukturuna vo
estetik dilina tasir gostarss do, teatrin daxili yaradiciliq mantiqi vo ictimai rezonanst onu hom do
tonqidi vo doyisdirici giico ¢evira bilir.

Natica etibarila, teatr kodlasmasinda dovlat siyasatinin rolu miirakkab, coxqatl vo tarixon
doyiskon bir fenomendir. Napoleon dovriiniin morkozlosdirilmis nozarost sistemlorindon tutmus
miiasir dovriin neoliberal iqtisadi tazyiqlorine qader, dovlat teatrin togkili, maliyyslosdirilmasi vo
mozmunu {izorindo miixtalif vasitolorlo tosir gdstormoys davam edir. Bu tosir hom institusional
(teatr sobokasinin qurulmasi, direktor toyinati), hom iqtisadi (subsidiyalar, vergilor), hom do
ideoloji (repertuar siyasati, milli kimlik insas1) soviyyalorde 6ziinii gostorir.

Contemporary Interpretation of Shakespeare’s Tragedy

Abstract: The article analyzes a contemporary interpretation of William Shakespeare’s tragedy
Hamlet through Dina Zhumabayeva’s production Hamlet’s Last Days.... It examines the
interaction between the classical text and the aesthetics of postdramatic and digital theatre.

The study
distinguishes between transformation and mutation, questioning whether technological integration
emerges from the internal evolution of theatre or from external imposition. The impact of artificial
intelligence on dramaturgy, audience behavior, and stage aesthetics is analyzed through the lens
of Adorno’s concept of the “culture industry.” While acknowledging the constructive role of
technology in marketing and management, the paper highlights the risks of its dominance in the
creative process. It ultimately advocates for a balanced approach that preserves the ethical and
aesthetic integrity of theatre.

Gal gor ki, zaman
kecdikco, xolof nasillor dork edirlor ki, bu xorito tamamils isloksizdir. Zira, bu hali ilo xarits artiq
noinki yolu gdéstormak ti¢iin bir vasito olmaqdan ¢ix1b, o 6z ozomati ilo mahiyyatin 6ziinii gizlodon
bir ortiiyo ¢evrilib (Jorge Luis Borges, 1946; Lewis Carroll, 1870). Bu pritca miiasir teatr
miistovisina proyeksiya edilmak ii¢iin olduqca olverislidir. Askardir ki, votonimiz Teatr Imperiyasi
da osla vaxt itirmadon, gorok zoruratdon, gorok ragabatdon 6ziiniin 2.0 adli nohong bir xaritosinin
quruculuguna godom qoyub. Artiq bir sira miilahizslorde bu proses togokkiil, innovasiya vo ya
modernlogmo kimi togdim olunsa da, dorindon miisahids etdikds bu transformasiyanin magzi ilo
bagh toroddiidlor iizo ¢ixir. Transformasiya formanin tokamiilidiir vo 6z daxilindo mahiyyatin
davamliligini ehtiva edir.

Siibhosiz,
biz yeniliyo yalniz miigavimat gostorarsok, aktualliliq dalgamizdan uzaq diistirtik, digor torafdon
sirf togdirans movqeds dayandiqda iso tonqidi tofokkiiriimiizii iflic edirik. Tosssiiflo qeyd
etmoaliyom ki, miiasir moadoni diskursda orta yolu axtaran, risklori analiz etmoys ¢alisan va agiq
masa otrafinda rasional miizakira tolob edon intellektual sayiqliq da ¢ox vaxt “miihafizokarliq”
kimi golomao verilir.

Ciinki siini intellektin ifado vasitolari, bacarigsizliq miiqabilindo on miikommal
gizlonma yeri ola bilor. Aktyorla isloys bilmoyaon, tamasanin agrisini 6tiirs bilmayan bir rejissor
lictin, biitiin vizual effektlor bir baxima on yaxs1 kompensasiyadir. Aktyor hayatinin 6ziilii olan
psixotexnikanin qosidli vo ya qosidsiz sokilds tohrif olunub tamagada saxta temporitm yaradilmasi
cohdi, bilavasito tamasacinin intellektual qavrayisinin belo xofifo alinmasi fonunda bu yeniliyi
sorgulamaq ¢ox tobiidir. Bununla belo, texnologiya va siini intellektin marketing, menecment vo
bu kimi sahalordoki rolunu inkar etmoak geyri-miimkiin oldugu kimi, bunun teatr iigiin do labiid bir
ehtiyac oldugunu etiraf etmok lazimdir.

Bodriyarsayagi bu qisa anons,
rogomsal diktaturanin sonati todricon hoyat haqgigstindon bir addim da uzaqglasdirdigin1 gavramaga
kifayot etso do, miisllifi siini intellekt olan bu pyeslorin hazirda diinya teatr bazarinda ¢ox yliksok

giymotlondirilmakls borabor, ABS, Boyiik Britaniya, Cexiya vo s. kimi olkslorin miixtalif
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teatrlarinda artiq 6z sohno hoyatini tapmis olmasi da qoribe bir paradoksdur. (“Al: When a robot
writes play” Svanda Theatre, 2021; “AI” Young Vic Theatre, 2021) Fikrimi tam lokallagdirmadan,
xlisuson bizim kimi torclimo infrastrukturu zoif olan miihitlordo bu masoloyo daha hossas
yanasilmasindan yana oldugumu geyd etmoliyom. Halo do, diinya dramaturgiyasinin shomiyyatli
bir hissosi dil bariyeri sobobindon bizim sohnoyo ¢ixmamiskon, bu yaradici boslugu siini
algoritmlors hovalo etmoya qars1 bu boyiik hoves sual dogurur. 9gor moagsad haqigoaton repertuar
zonginliyidirsa, avvalco prioritetlorin toyini istigamotinds addimlar atilmalidir. Niyas texnologiya
ilk novbado torclimo sistemlorini giiclondirmoys, dramaturq vo torciimagilorin omayini
siirotlondirmoys vo motivasiyalarin1 yiikksoltmoys yonolmir? Niyo bu alot insanin isini
asanlagdirmaga yox, miitloq insanin yerini almaga kodlanib? “Tamasa¢t davraniginin
prognozlasdirilmas1” toklifinin irali siirdiiyli motloblorlo do tanis oldugumuz zaman, tamasaci
reaksiyasini statik models ¢eviron sistemlorin ilk baxisda idaroetmo rahatlig1 vo iqtisadi sabitlik
vad etdiyini goriiriik. Fogot, bu yanagma, xiisusilo markozdon keonar, sosial va iqtisadi yiikiin daha
agir oldugu miihitlords ds eyni naticalori doguracaqgmi? Siibhasiz, belo mokanlarda tamasaci ¢ox
zaman giindolik hoyatin tozyiqlorindon qisa miiddotli qagis axtarir vo tobii olaraq nisbaton
“yiingli]” hesab olunan janrlara istiinlik verir. Bu secim tamamilo anlasilandir. Boas ogor
algoritmlor uzun miiddotdir miibarizo aparilan bu dongiinii doyismoz norma kimi gobul edirsa,
artiq siini intellekt teatrin janr miixtolifliyinin geniglonmosine yox, oksino onun yaradici
diapazonunun daralmasina, on yaxsi ehtimalda mdvcud sistemin oldugu kimi tokrarina xidmot edir
ki, bu da homin miihitlords risk etmok istoyon, nadiron estetik istiqamoti doyismaya cohd gostoran
bir rejissoru avvalcadon prognozlasdirilmis ugursuzluq etiketi ilo {izlosdirib, onun yaradici
sOvqlinlin sinmasini, kor-pesman texnoloji meyarlara boyun aymaosini sortlondirir. Halbuki, sonot
sahasindo universalliq iddias1 yalniz o zaman qgabul edils bilor ki, totbiq olunan prinsip miixtslif
miqyash vo miixtalif kontekstli miihitlordo eyni doracade islosin. Cagdas teatr toplumunun
ononays istinad edon bu mdvgeyo mohol qoymamasi artiq alisilmis haldir. Neco deyorlor,
“Ononavi teatr va ya iroli-kegmiso dogru”. Horcond, movcud panoramani zarraco miisahido, bu
formulun tamamils oks istigamatds oxunusuna da imkan verir. Miimkiindiir ki, bir madani sistem
uzun miiddatli ardicil inkisaf trayektoriyasi qurmayibsa, o zaman iroliys dogru horokot mohz
itirilmis morhalalorin dir¢olmasindon baslasin. Bels ¢ixir ki, belo miihitlor ii¢lin “ke¢miso dogru
irali” ifadasi heg da ironiya deyil, struktur realligidir. Biz holo do risxond etsok do, balke dogurdan
tyirmi il irali getmoak ii¢lin, bozon iyirmi il geri getmok lazimdir? Bu monada, bolks dogurdan
“golonak™ va “golocak™ ifadolori arasindaki semantik oxsarliq tosadiif deyil? Bir tok bu aydindir
ki, haqqinda danisdigimiz bu qodor statistik fakt vo ehtimallarin sonunda belo, bu marholonin
naticalori haqqinda gati fikir bildirmak artiq bizim iradomizds deyil. Sadaca yasayib goracayik ki,
bizim sadolovh ruhumuzun canli orqanizminds koda tobii sokilds yer tapilacaq, yoxsa, nohayatdo
ruhumuz 6z bir aloto ¢evrilib hoyatina kodun siini tonoffiis aparati altinda davam edacok...?

XX osrdo avanqard coroyanlarin tosiri vurgulanir: Kazimir
Malevigin “Giinos lizorindo golobo™ operasi {igiin suprematist dekorasiyalari, Vladimir Tatlinin
konstruktivist eskizlori (“Zangezi”, “Ivan Susanin™), italyan futuristlorin (Cakomo Balla, E.
Prampolini) dinamik is1q vo forma tocriibolori, Bauhaus moktabinin (Lotar Sreyer) mistik vo
funksional modellori (“Ay oyunu”) incolonir. Rossam Teatr1 kontekstindo Tadeus Kantorun
psixoloji simvolik tortibatlar1 (“Odisseyin qayidis1”, “Vyelopole”) oks etdirilir. Moaruzo
rossamlarin sohnoni vizual estetik harmoniya kimi yenidon qurdugunu, klassik onanslori inkar
edorok yeni ifads formalari yaratdigini nozordon kecirir. Movzunun aktualligi teatr sonatinds totbiq
olunan innovativ yanasmalar vo yeni sohns texnologiyalarinin tohlili ils sortlonir.

Synthesis of the Arts: The Role of the Theatre Designer in the Visual Solution of the
Performance

Abstract: This paper explores the historical development of collaboration between the director
and the stage designer in theatrical art. Beginning with the 18th—19th centuries, it analyzes the
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formation of the professional tandem through examples such as the Meininger Court Theatre. The
influence of avant-garde movements in the 20th century is emphasized: the Suprematist set designs
by Kazimir Malevich for the opera Victory over the Sun; the Constructivist sketches by Vladimir
Tatlin (“Zangezi,” “Ivan Susanin”); the dynamic experiments with light and form by Italian
Futurists Giacomo Balla and Enrico Prampolini; and the mystical and functional models of the
Bauhaus school (Lothar Schreyer, “Moon Play”). Within the context of the Artist’s Theatre, the
psychologically symbolic stage designs of Tadeusz Kantor (“The Return of Odysseus,”
“Wielopole, Wielopole™) are examined. The paper considers how artists reconstructed the stage as
a space of visual and aesthetic harmony, rejecting classical traditions and creating new forms of
expression. The relevance of the topic is determined by the analysis of the innovative approaches
and new stage technologies applied in the theatre.

Teatrda ugurlu bir tamagsanin arsoys golmosi iiclin rejissorla sohno rossami arasinda
qarsilight vo mohsuldar omokdasliq xilisusi ochomiyyat dasiyir. Bu miinasibatin tarixi inkisafina
nazor yetirdikdo aydin olur ki, artiq X VIII asrds teatr sonotindo rossam asas aparici fiqurlardan biri
kimi ¢ixis etmis vo eyni zamanda sohno masinisti funksiyasin1 da yerino yetirmisdir: “Orada
aparict sima olan rossam hom do sohno masinisti idi” [N.Boykisiyev., 2010, s. 161]. XIX asro
goldikds iso rejissor vo rassam arasinda professional amokdasliq miinasibatlorinin formalasmaga
basladigini miisahids edirik. Mohz bu dovrdo Qorbi Avropa teatrinda rejissor-rossam tandemi ilk
dofo real sokilds togokkiil tapmigdir. Saks-Mayningen hersoqu II Corc ilk miiasir rejissor kimi
tarixo diismiis, o, teatr foaliyyotindo rossamlarla six omokdasliq etmis vo “Mayningen Teatr
Ansambli” adl1 saray teatr qrupunu tasis etmisdir. Onun rohbarliyi altinda foaliyyot gostoron teatr
kollektivi bir sira Avropa oOlkolorino qastrol soforlori etmis, sohno osorlorindo iso realizm
prinsiplarine va detalli doqiqliye xiisusi 6nom verilmisdir. Beloliklo, XIX asr teatrinda rejissor
fiqurunun meydana ¢ixmasi ilo paralel olaraq, onun teatr sonatindo aparict va istigamatverici rolu
da todricon formalagsmaga baslamisdir. Xiisusilo XX osrds rejissor—rossam amokdagligi daha da
inkisaf etmis vo teatr sanatindo yeni estetik meyillorin formalagmasinda miihiim rol oynamigdir.
Bu d6vrdo rus avanqard sonatkarlarinin toqdim etdiyi sohna dekorasiyalar: xiisusi maraq dogurur.
Avangard rossamlarin hom tosviri sonatdo, hom do teatr sohnasindo asas hadoflorindon biri klassik
va koéhna estetik anonalarin inkari, onlarin yerino yeni formalarin va ifado vasitolorinin tatbiqi
olmusdur. Bu sonatkarlar arasinda Kazimir Malevi¢ (1879-1935) rus avanqardizminin aparici
niimayondslarindon biri kimi segilir. Onun hom rongkarliginda, ham do teatr sohnosine verdiyi
tortibatlarda fordi iislubu vo badii-estetik baxiglar1 6n plana ¢ixir. Malevigin on maghur sohnoqrafik
islorindon biri olan “Giinos lizorinds galobo™ adli futurist opera ligiin yaratdigi sohno dekorasiyast
vo kostyum eskizloridir. Bu opera 1913-cii ildo Rusiyada niimayis etdirilmisdir. Malevi¢ bu
operanin sohna dekorasiyasi va kostyum eskizlorini igloyorkon 6ziinlin “suprematizm” tislubuna
xas formalardan vo rong duyumundan istifado etmisdir. Eyni zamanda, sonotkarin bu operaya
verdiyi eskizlor arasinda moshur “Qara kvadrat” osorinin prototipi olan bir goriintii do yer
almaqdadir. Homin eskizds arxa fon iiglin nazords tutulan kompozisiyada kvadratin yaris1 oks
olunmusdur. Bu fakt, Malevigin moghur “Qara kvadrat™ asorinin ideya-estetik mongoyinin mohz
teatr sonati ilo bagli oldugunu da gdstarir: “Malevigin rosminds moshur qara kvadrat gériinmozdon
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iki il oavval onun prototipi “Gilinos iizorindo qolobo™ operasinin teatr dekorasiyasinda goriindii”
(Realbasik, 2009).

Moshur konstruktivistlorden biri olan Vladimir Tatlinin yalniz rongkarliq sahosindoki
foaliyyoti deyil, hom do teatr sonati li¢iin hazirladig1 sohno dekorasiyalar1 vo kostyum eskizlori
xlisusilo maraq dogurur. Tatlinin teatrla bagl osas islori sirasinda “Car Maksimilyan™ (1911),
“Imperator” vo “Ivan Susanin” (1913), “Xanimm Lenin” (1917) vo “Zangezi” (1923) tamasalari
geyd oluna bilor. “Onun 1913-cii ildoki “Imperator” vo “Ivan Susanin” tamasalari iigiin hazirladig
kostyumlar horokotdo olan iigolciilii bir konstruksiya (insan badoni) iiglin nozords tutulmusdu,
statik bir soth {igiin deyil” [J.E.Bowlt., 1977, s. 67]. Bu fakt Tatlinin teatr {i¢iin yaratdig1 vizual
tortibatlarda badonin harokatini nazors alaraq formalarin funksional uygunluguna xiisusi 6nom
verdiyini gdstorir. Xiisusilo, “Ivan Susanin” tamasasi {i¢iin hazirladig1 ddyiiscii geyimlorinin
eskizlorina nozar yetirdikdo, bu elementlor daha aydin goriiniir. Doylisciilorin pozasinda badon dili
va durusla yanasi, gorb geyim modoniyystine uygun ddyiis geyimlorinin tosviri do diqqgeat ¢akir.
1923-cii ilds Tatlin futurist sair Velimir Xlebnikovun “Zangezi” adli pyesina qurulus vermisdir.
“Xlebnikovun asas qurucu elementi sos olan so6z konstruktoruna cavab olaraq Tatlin miixtolif
materiallarla, miixtolif soth vo formalarda toxunulan bir konstruksiya qurmaga ¢alisdi”
(Denner.n.d). Bu tamasa ii¢lin hazirladig1 sohno dekorasiyasi va eskizlords konstruktivist tislubun
asas prinsiplori — handasi formalar, funksionalliq vo texnoloji estetikaya yonolik yanagma 6z oksini
tapmisdir. Tatlin burada sohno tortibatinda simvolika vo estetikadan daha ¢ox formanin
funksionalligina vo konstruktiv qurulusa istiinliik vermis, mozmundan c¢ox forma {iizorindo
durmusdur.

Italyan futuristlorinin teatr sahosindoki foaliyyoti onlarin yeni vizual ifade formalar:
axtariglar ilo six bagli idi. Bu sonatkarlar sohno mokaninda anonavi teatr prinsiplorindon imtina
edorok, modern vo eksperimental yoniimlii estetik doyorlor {izorinds qurulan yeni bir vizual dil
formalagdirmaga calisirdilar. Onlarin sohno tortibatlarinda osason horokotli platformalar, koskin
isiqlandirma effektlori, soslondirmo vasitolori, eloco do abstrakt vo simvolik mona dasiyan
geometrik formalar 6n planda yer alirdi. Futurist rossamlarin tosviri sanatdoki yenilik¢i meyllori
vo ananani inkar edon miinasibatlori teatr estetikasi kontekstindo do oks olunurdu. Bu baximdan,
[talyan futurizminin &nciil niimayondalorindon olan Cakomo Balla yalniz tosviri sonotdo deyil,
eyni zamanda teatr sonatindoki axtarislart ilo do diqget ¢okmisdir. Onun teatr sahosindoki on
mithlim iglorindon biri 1916-1917-ci illordo hazirlanan “Atosfosanliq” adli futurist balet
layihosidir. Osorin premyerast 1917-ci ildo bas tutmusdur vo musigisi taninmis bostokar Iqor
Stravinski torafindon bastalonmisdir. Balla bu sahna isi vasitasilo 6z rongkarliginda totbiq etdiyi
osas vizual elementlori — xiisusilo mexaniki qurgular vo abstrakt geometrik strukturlar1 — teatr
sohnasing kdclirmiisdiir. Baletin vizual qurulusunda miixtslifbucaqli formalardan vo dinamik is1q
effektlorindon istifado edilorok tamasaginin vizual gavrayisina giiclii tosir gostoron bir sohno
miihiti yaradilmisdir. Qeyd etmok lazimdir ki, tamasada ononovi anlamda istirak edon roqqaslar
moveud deyil vo harokatlorin yerini isiq, forma va ronglorin dinamikasi alir. Sehnade toqdim
olunan fiqurlar ise asason qirmizi, yasil, bandvsayi, sart va gdy rong tonlarinda tosvir edilmisdir.
E.Prampolininin yaradiciligina goldikds, “O, “sohnoqrafiya” vo “teatr bozok tortibati” kimi
anlayislardan imtina etmayo gorar verdi vo har ikisini “sohna tortibati vo texnologiyas1” ifadosi ilo
ovoz etdi. Bu termin iso rassamligdan daha ¢ox memarliq vo texniki konstruksiyalarla bagli idi vo
sohno mokanini yenilik¢i, miiasir bir yanasma ilo togdim edirdi” [Strozek, P., 2017, s. 13].

Buradan belo naticoys golmok olar ki, futurist sanstkar E. Prampolini sshns mokanini sadaca
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dekorativ elementlorlo bazomokdon ibarst saymir, onu texniki, funksional vo memarlq
baximindan diisiiniilmasi zaruri olan biitdv bir struktur kimi gobul edirdi. Onun teatr sonatino
yanasmasi yenilik¢i, dinamik vo konseptual xarakter dasiyirdi. Prampolininin teatr sahasindoki on
miithiim islorindon biri Alban Berqin “Tragik Simfoniya” (1944) oasori {igiin hazirladig1 sohno
tortibatidir. Bu layihodo sonotci realligdan uzaq, abstrakt vo simvolik formalarla isloyorok
tamaganin mahiyyatini vizual olaraq ifade etmoys ¢alismisdir. O, kompozisiyada gara iighucaq vo
gara bulud tosvirlori vasitasilo osorin adinda oks olunan “tragiklik” hissini ¢atdirmaga nail
olmusdur. Tamasa eskizlorindon birinin asagi sag kiinciindo yerlosdirilon qirmizi ulduz
formasindaki fiqur ise “ozilmo” vo “lmidsizlik” kimi emosional yiikli mena qatlarini
simvollagdirir. Kompozisiyanin iizerindoki domir konstruksiya elementlori iss Prampolininin
texnoloji vo memarliq yoniimlii yanagmasinin bariz niimunasi kimi qiymetlondirils biler.
Bauhaus moktobinin asas xiisusiyyatlori vo onun teatr sonstino dair yanagmalar1 nozordon
kecirildikda, bu corayanin mogsadlorinin sohno sonatine inteqrasiyasinin no gadsr montiqli vo
mogsadyonlii oldugu aydin sokildo goriiniir. “Bauhaus mogsadlorinin — yaradici elementlori
dorindon arasdiraraq bodii-ideal ilo sonotkarcasina-praktiki olani birlogsdirmok, homginin “der
Bauun mahiyyatini biitlin yonlori ilo dork etmok — teatr sahasina totbiq olunmasinin tobii oldugu
aydindir” [W.Gropius., 1924, s. 82]. Bu konseptual yanasma Bauhaus sonotkarlarinin teatrda hom
estetik, hom da texnoloji prinsiplors asaslanan kompleks bir ifads formasi yaratmaq cohdlarini oks
etdirir. Moktobin nlimayondolori insan badoninin horokot imkanlarini arasdirmaq vo sohno
mokaninda bu harokatlori stilizo edilmis, sistemli bir formaya salmaq ti¢lin geometrik formalarin
vizual giiclindon genis sokilds istifado etmislor. Onlar {i¢iin teatr yalniz emosional tosir vasitosi
deyil, eyni zamanda badonin, mokanin vo obyektlorin garsiligli miinasibatinin tocriibs sahasi idi.
Bu baximdan, mexaniki va texnoloji elementlorin totbiqi vasitasilo insan harokstini funksional vo
ritmik bir qurulusa salmaq, Bauhaus teatr konsepsiyasinin osas istiqgamstlorindon birino
cevrilmisdir. Belalikls, bu coroyanin teatr sahosindoki foaliyysti, formanin mozmunla
uzlasdirildigi, funksionallifin estetikaya xidmot etdiyi eksperimental bir platforma kimi ¢ixis
etmisdir. “Bauhaus sohna emalatxanasi riyazi daqiqlikls hoyata kecirilon ezoterik (sirli va simvolik
mozmunlu) bir program ilo saciyyalonirdi. 1921-1923-cii illor arasinda bu emalatxanaya rohborlik
etmis Lotar Sreyer isa asason ruhi vo mistik qiivvalorin fiziki formalar vasitasilo simvolik sokilda
togdim olunmas ilo maraqglanirdi” (Getty Research Institute, 2019). Malum oldugu kimi, moshur
alman Bauhaus moktobinin niimayondolorindon biri olan Lotar Sreyer teatr sonotino dair
baxislarinda sohnonin yalniz vizual forma (dekorasiya) baximindan deyil, eyni zamanda fiziki
harakat (aktyor oyunu) vasitesilo mistik qlivvalorin tocassiimiing xidmat etmoli oldugunu 6no
cokirdi. Bauhaus sonatkarlarinin yaradiciligina xas olan estetik yenilik axtariglari, ronglorin
ekspressiv vurgulanmasi, sohno qurulusunun dinamik vo funksional mahiyyst dasimasi bu
moktobin osas prinsiplori sirasinda yer alirdi. Lotar Sreyer do bu bodii-estetik meyarlara
osaslanaraq 6z eksperimental teatr modelini formalasdirmisdir. Onun ezoterik yoniimlii teatr
layiholorindon biri olan “Ay oyunu” (1923) mistik atmosferin yaradilmasi baximindan xiisusilo
diggatalayiqdir. Sehna eskizinds markozi fiqur ay formasi daxilinds tasvir olunmus vo bu fiqurun
Moryom Ana obrazini simvolizo etdiyi ehtimal edilir. Kompozisiyada hamg¢inin xag, goz va
miixtalif geometrik formalar kimi simvolik elementloro do yer verilmisdir. Rassamin digor
ohomiyyatli iglorindon biri sayilan “Carmixa ¢okilmo™ (1920) sohno tortibatinda da oxsar mistik
vo ruhani miihitin yaradilmasina soy gostorildiyi aydin goriiniir. Bu eskizds qara, qirmizi, ag vo

yasil ronglordo olan dairovi vo diizbucaqli formalarla yanasi, morkozdo xag tosvirine yer verilmosi
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onun simvolizmino xas bir yanasmani ortaya qoyur. Umumilikdo, Sreyerin teatr estetikasi
simvolik tosvirlora vo ezoterik mona qatlarina asaslanirdi. Bundan olave, Lotar Sreyer sshno
qurulusunda maska istifadasine xiisusi onom vermis, hom musiqi, hom do ritmin dramaturji
qurulusdaki funksional rolunu vurgulamisdir.

XX osrin ikinci yarisinda meydana ¢ixan “Rossam Teatr1” konsepsiyasi teatr sonatino vo
timumilikds madoni hoyatin inkisafina miihiim tohfolor vermisdir. Bu teatr anlayisinin gérkomli
nlimayandoalorindon biri polyak sonotkar Tadeus Kantor (1915-1990) olmusdur. O, hom tasviri
sonat sahasinda, hom da teatr rejissoru kimi sanballi faaliyyati ilo yadda qalmigdir. Kantorun teatrla
bagli islorinds mokanin tokco dekorativ deyil, eyni zamanda simvolik va psixoloji monalar
dasimasi diqgot ¢okir. Onun tamasalarinda istifado etdiyi vizual elementlor — “Stullarin
oturacaqlar1 kéhnalib vo sallanir, divarlar dsliklora doludur, masanin {izari tozla ortiiliib, yaxud orp
baglayib, kdhna alotlori pas atib, hor sey agarmus, siirtiilmiis, ¢iiriik, yaxud ¢irklonmisdir. Mohz bu
vaziyyatds onlar 6z kdvrakliyini va zaifliyini, demsli, ham do 6z hoyatini hansisa yeni intensivliklo
aca bilir” [H.T.Leman., 2022, s. 119] — onun sohns quruluslarinda asas estetik vo folsofi ¢alar kimi
cixis edir. Kantorun 1944-cii ilde yaratdigi “Odisseyin qayidis1” adli sshno eskizi bu baximdan
diggotelayiqdir. Sohnado Ikinci Diinya miiharibosinin yaratdigi sosial-modoni ¢okiisii vo ruhi
boslugu oks etdiron bir atmosfer yaradilmigdir. Odissey obrazi burada klassik mifik qgohroman kimi
deyil, miiharibanin tesirine moruz qalmis bir alman asgori obrazinda taqdim olunur. Eskizds iki
insan fiquru tosvir olunmusdur: biri oturmus voziyyatdo, digori iso ayaq {isto vo slyapali halda
dayanir. Dekor elementlaring ikinci doracali yer verilmis, ovozindo dovriin ruhunu vo duygusal
yiliklonmasini 6n plana ¢okmisdir. Digor niimuns iso Kantorun rejissorlugunu etdiyi vo 23 iyun
1980-ci ilds premyerasi bas tutmus “Vyelopole, Vyelopole” tamasasina aid eskizlordir. Bu vizual
eskizlordo asason araba tosviri, otaq daxilindo ¢armixa ¢okilmis oglan asgor, yaricilpaq gadin
fiquru, kéhna stul vo kalls siimiiyili kimi simvolik obrazlara yer verilmisdir. Xiisusilo yaricilpaq
gadin burada kamera garsisinda tosvir olunmusdur. Bu eskizlor Kantorun usaqliq xatirslori vo
nostalji duygular1 ilo zongin olan rassamliq iislubunu xatirladir vo onun teatr sonotino fordi,
avtobioqrafik bir qat gotirdiyini gostarir.

Avangard rossamlar arasinda yalniz Kazimir Malevig deyil, eyni zamanda Vasili Kandinski
do miithiim yer tutur. Konstruktivizm corsyaninin niimayondslorindon EIl Lissitszki, italyan
futuristlordon Fortunato Depero, Bauhaus moktobinin tomsilgilorindon Oskar Slemmer vo Lazlo
Moqoli-Nad da sohnaqrafiya sonatinin inkigafina shamiyyatli téhfolor vermislor. Bundan slave,
Rassam Teatr istiqamatindo foaliyyat gostoron Yozef Sayna, Piter Suman, Achim Frayer, Robert
Uilson vo Leszek Mondzik kimi sanatkarlar da sohnaqrafiyanin konseptual va vizual imkanlarini
genislondirmislor. Umumilikda bela noticoyo golmok miimkiindiir ki, “Rossam teatr1” carayaninin
niimayondoalorinin, eloco do rus avangardi, italyan futuristlori vo alman Bauhaus moktobino
monsub sonotkarlarin rossamliq foaliyyatinin onlarin teatr sahosindoki islorino dorin tosir
gostordiyi miisahids edilir. Bu sonatkarlar sohnoni tokca dramatik mokan kimi deyil, eyni zamanda
rong, forma va plastikanin estetik harmoniyasi kimi diisiinarak teatr mokanini vizual cohatdon do
yenidon qurmuslar.

Cagdas Kazak Yonetmenliginin Gelisimi (Farhat Moldagali Uzerinden)

Ozet: Bu makalede ¢agdas Kazak tiyatro rejisorliigiiniin gelisimi Moldagali Farhat Erlanuli’nin
yaraticit faaliyetleri {izerinden incelenmektedir. Calismanin amaci, geng¢ rejisOriin sanatsal
arayislarini ve Kazak tiyatro sanatina katkisini analiz etmektir. Arastirmada tarihsel-karsilagtirmal
ve teorik analiz yontemleri kullanilmigtir. Makalede rejisorliigiin sanatsal dogasi, ulusal
tiyatrodaki gelisim siireci ve Farhat Moldagali’nin sahneleme 6zellikleri ele alinmaktadir. Sonug
olarak, rejisoriin eserlerinde klasik ile ¢agdas estetigin sentezi, miiziksel uyum ve sahne dili
biitiinliiglinlin 6nemli yer alacagi belirlendi. Bu baglamda, F. Moldagali’nin eserleri ¢cagdas Kazak
tiyatrosunun gelisiminde 6nemli bir yer tutmaktadir.

Cagdas qazax rejissorlugunun inkisafi (Farhat Moldagalinin yaradcilig1 asasinda)

Xiilasa: Bu moqalods ¢agdas Qazax teatr rejissorlugunun inkisafi Moldagali Farhat Erlanulinin
yaradiciliq foaliyyati lizorindon incolonir. Todqgiqatin moagsadi gonc rejissorun badii axtariglarini
va Qazax teatr sonatind tohfasini tohlil etmoakdir. Arasdirmada tarixi-miiqayisali vo nozari analiz
metodlarindan istifado olunmusdur. Maqgalads rejissorlugun bodii tobisti, milli teatrda inkisaf
prosesi vo Farhat Moldagalinin sohnslogdirma xiisusiyyatlori nazardon kegcirilir. Notico olaraq,
rejissorun osarlorinds klassik ilo ¢agdas estetikanin sintezi, musiqili uygunluq ve sshna dili
biitovlilyliniin mithiim yer tutdugu miisyyon edilmisdir. Bu kontekstdo, F. Moldagalinin asarlori
cagdas Qazax teatrinin inkisafinda miihiim yer tutur.

The Development of Contemporary Kazakh Directing (Through the Case of Farhat
Moldagali)

Resume: This article examines the development of contemporary Kazakh theatre directing through the
creative work of Moldagali Farhat Erlanuly. The aim of the study is to analyze the artistic approaches of
the young director and his contribution to Kazakh theatre. Historical-comparative and theoretical analysis
methods are employed in the research. The article explores the nature of directing as an art form, the
development of national theatre, and the staging features of Farhat Moldagali’s productions. As a result, it
is determined that the director’s works are characterized by the synthesis of classical and contemporary
aesthetics, musical harmony, and the integrity of stage language. In this context, F. Moldagali’s plays a
significant role in the development of contemporary Kazakh theatre.

Keywords: theatrical aesthetics, sound drama, musical harmony, stage language, character
psychology, national theater, art of directing.

Genel olarak rejisorliik sanati yalnizca estetik, egitsel ve duygusal islevleri yerine
getirmekle kalmayip, halkin kaderiyle birlikte bireyin yasam etkinligini de ustalikla tasvir eder.
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Eski donemlerde bu gorevin sairlerin, ozanlarin ve hatiplerin elinde oldugu bilinmektedir. Demek
ki glinlimiizde rejisoriin ¢ok yonlii olmasi1 zamanin geregidir. Bir yapimi yalnizca sahneye koymak
yeterli degildir; rejisor, i¢ sezgisinde bulunan diislinceyi duygu araciligiyla sanatsal imgeye
dontistiirerek onu sahne diliyle etkileyici bigimde aktarabilmelidir. Karp’in “Yo6netmenligin
Temelleri” kitabinda soyle deniyor: «Yonetmen, filmi( teatro eseri) yaratan kisi, yani
diisiincelerini samimiyetle paylasmaya ¢alisan insandir.»[1]. Yani, bu baglamda yonetmen, kendi
diisiincesini sahnede estetik bir sekilde gosteren bir kisi olarak tanimlansa yanlis olmaz.

Ulkemize Avrupa sanat1 temelinde gelen rejisorliik bugiin cok yonlii olarak gelismektedir.
“Zamanina gore insani” ilkesini esas alarak her donemin kendi rejisorlerinin bulundugunu
sOylemek miimkiindiir. Her devrin sanatgilart kendi zamanlarinin giincel meselelerini giindeme
getirerek bunu tiyatro seyircisine ulagtirmay1 bagsarmistir. Ulusal tiyatro sanatina sadakatle hizmet
eden A. Tokpanov, A. Mimbetov, B. Omarov, M. Bayserkenov, Q. Jetpisbayev gibi rejisdrlerin
yaraticilig1 ulusal rejisorliigiin profesyonel diizeyini ylikseltmis ve yeni yonelimlere yonelmesine
etki etmistir.

Tiyatro siirekli hareket halinde olan kiiltiirel bir mekandir. Bu siirecin kesintisiz devam
etmesi, tiyatro sanati yolundaki uzmanlarin mesleki sorumluluguyla yakindan baglantilidir.
Tiyatroyu diinya diizeyine yiikseltmek yalnizca bir misyon degil, manevi bir gorev olarak kabul
edilmelidir. Ciinkii seyirciye diislindiiriicii sanatsal eserler sunmak rejisor yaraticiliginin temel
amaclarindan biridir.

M. Auezov admi tasiyan Edebiyat ve Sanat Enstitiisiiniin “Tiyatro ve Sinema” bdliim
baskani, taninmis tiyatrobilimci Amangeldi Mukan rejisorliigiin dogasi hakkinda soyle
belirtmektedir: “Rejisorliik, kaba gii¢ ve azme boyun egmeyen ince ve narin bir maddedir. O, bilgi
ve yetkinlige, keskin hayal giiciine dayanan sanat¢inin entelektiiel diizeyini gosterir” [2].
Gergekten de rejisorliik icin bilgi ve kesintisiz arayis son derece onemlidir. Bu alan, felsefi
derinlikle diistinmeyi gerektiren karmasik bir yaratict mekéandir.

Tiyatronun sanatsal yOniinii belirleyen rejisorliik kurumunun olugmasinin iizerinden
yaklasik yiliz y1l gecmistir. Bu donemde sahne sanatinin gelisimine 6nemli katki saglayan rejisorler
ulusal tiyatro tarihinde silinmez iz birakmistir. Glinlimiizde bu sentez sanatini siirdiiren tiyatro
insanlar1 yenilige yonelerek seyirciye yeni bir soluk getirmeyi amaglamaktadir. Rejisorliik
kalitesinin artmasi tiyatro siirecinin kesintisiz gelisiminin gostergesidir. Demek ki tilkemizin
tiyatro rejisorliigii gelecekte de yeni zirveleri fethetmeye devam edecektir.

Cagdas Kazak tiyatro sanatindaki gen¢ rejisorler arasinda Moldagali Farhad Erlanuli
ozellikle amlabilir. O, 1993 yilinda Semey bélgesinin Abirali yoresindeki Kaynar koytinde
dogmustur. Taninmis tiyatro rejisorii ve pedagog Maman Bayserkenov’un 6grencisi olan Farhad,
2011-2016 yillart arasinda T. Jirgenov adini tasiyan Kazak Ulusal Sanat Akademisinde mesleki
egitim almistir. Babasinin sanata olan ilgisi geng adayin yaraticit yola gelmesine etki etmistir.
Cocuklugundan itibaren sarki sdylemekle, dombra ve piyano ¢almakla mesgul olan o, akademi
duvarlar i¢inde tiyatro sanatiyla derin bicimde tanigsmaistir.

Geng rejisor yaratict yoluna Kuzey Kazakistan’daki S. Mukanov adini tasiyan Kazak
miizikli-drama tiyatrosunda sahneleyici rejisor olarak baslamistir. Daha sonra Almati sehrine
gelerek yaratic1 imkanlarin1 genisletmistir. Bugiine kadar sahneledigi ciekraxkller arasinda “Allo,

mama...”, “Jan dauwst”, “Jilmiq”, “Qorgansizdifi kiini”, “Altaydan augan el”, “Qarago6z”,

“Qulager”, “Bolmagan balaliq sag”, “Apali-siiili iiseii”, “Ne37” ve diger eserler bulunmaktadir.
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Yaratici yolunun baglangi¢ doneminde rejisoriin baslica hayallerinden biri diinya klasigini
sahnelemek olmustur. Son sinifta Tacik rejisér Barzu Abdurazzakov ile yapilan uygulamali dersler
onun rejisorliikk diisiince sisteminin olugmasina etki etmistir. Diploma ¢aligmasi olarak sunulan
“Allo, mama...” yapiminda ¢agdas toplumdaki anne ile ¢ocuk arasindaki iligki temas1 sanatsal
ac¢idan agimlanmustir.

2017 yilinda geng rejisor “StarTDrama” laboratuvarini kurarak “Burqasiii 86 ciekraklini
sahneye cikarmistir. Yapimda Aralik olayim1 giindeme getirerek tarihsel hafiza meselesi ele
alinmis ve seyirciye derin diisiince sunulmustur. Hocas1 Maman Bayserkenov’dan aldig1 yurttaglik
pozisyonu anlayist onun yaratict yoniiniin olusmasina etki etmistir.

Giliniimiizde F. Moldagali 6zglin imzasii olusturmus olup yeni projeler iizerinde
calismaktadir. Eserleri “Daryn” Devlet Genglik Odiilii ve Birinci Cumhurbaskani Vakfi ddiiliiyle
degerlendirilmistir. Saundrama tiirlinde sahnelenen “Qulager” cmekrakli rejisoriin yaratici
arayisinin sonucu olarak ozellikle belirtilmelidir. Bu yapim A. Cehov adini tagiyan uluslararasi
festivale katilmig ve yiiksek degerlendirme almistir.

F. Moldagali’nin rejisorliik 6zelliklerinden biri saundrama tiirtinde miizikal uyuma 6zel
onem vermesidir. “Qaragdz” ve “Qulager” yapimlarinda eylem ile miizigin armonisi sanatsal
¢Oziimiin temel eksenine doniismistiir. Rejisor tiyatroyu insani tanima mekan: olarak
degerlendirerek karakterin varligini yeni bir yonden agmaya ¢abalamaktadir. Onun goriigiine gore
gliniimiiz seyircisinin estetik begenisi yiiksektir, bu nedenle tiyatro ile seyirci diizeyi birlikte
gelismelidir.

Oyuncularla calisma siirecinde rejisor eserin igerigine derinlemesine niifuz etmeye 6zel
dikkat gostermektedir. Rejisoriin kendisi esere ilgi duymadigi takdirde oyuncuyu da yaratici
arayisa yoneltemeyecegini temel ilke olarak benimsemektedir. I¢ duygu ve samimi ilgiden dogan
yapim ancak seyirciye etkileyici olacaktir. Geng rejisoriin yaratici gelisim yolunda yeni zirvelere
ulasacagina giiven tamdir.

Kazak opera sanatinin altin fonuna giren “Abay” operasi ulusal miizik ile dramaturjinin
birlesiminin yiiksek bir 6rnegidir. Farhat Moldagali tarafindan sahnelenen versiyon klasik mirasa
cagdas bakisin bir gostergesi olarak degerlendirilmektedir. Yapimin promiyeri Abay adini tagtyan
Kazak Ulusal Opera ve Bale Tiyatrosunun sahnesinde gergeklesmistir. Spektakl geleneksel klasik
modelden biitlinliyle uzaklagmadan, A. Jiilbanov ve L. Hamidi yazarligindaki libretonun ideolojik
icerigini koruyarak gerceklestirilmistir.

Rejisdr Abay imgesini yalnizca tarihi bir sahsiyet olarak degil, toplumsal celiskilerle yiiz
ylize gelen bir diisiiniir, manevi yalnizlig1 yasayan bir sahsiyet olarak géstermeye ¢cabalamaktadir.
Sahnede adaletsizlige karsi duran, toplumla miicadelede yalnizlik duygusunu yasayan Abay
imgesi goriilmektedir. Ancak yapimda temel dikkat yalnizca sair sahsiyetine yogunlagsmamaktadir.
Rejisor yorumunda sair imgesi sahne hareketi, 151k ¢oziimleri ve sembolik mizansenler araciligiyla
derinlestirilmektedir. Abay partisini Kazakistan’in halk sanatcisi Talgat Kiizembayev icra etmistir.
Sonug olarak seyirci yalnizca tarihi donemi degil, giiniimiizle oOrtlisen manevi meseleleri de
hissedebilmistir. F. Moldagali etnografik dekorasyon unsurlarini miimkiin oldugunca
sadelestirerek spektakli tarihsel nitelikten ziyade felsefi icerikte sunmaya yonelmistir.
Dekorasyondan ¢ok oyunculuk oyununa ve miizikal ekspresyona iistiinlilk verilmistir. Isik ile
goblgenin uyumlu kullanimi karakterlerin psikolojik durumunu belirginlestirmistir.

Farhat Moldagali cagdas Kazak rejisorliigiinde 6zgiin imzas1 acik bigimde olusmus yaratici

sahsiyetlerden biridir. Onun yapimlar1 ulusal klasigi cagdas estetikle birlestirerek miizikal uyum
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ile sahne eyleminin biitiinliigiine dayanmaktadir. Rejisor tiyatroyu insan varligini tanima mekani
olarak degerlendirerek karakter psikolojisini derinlemesine agmaya ¢abalamaktadir.

Bu bakimdan F. Moldagali’nin eserleri Kazak tiyatro sanatinin ¢agdas gelisim siirecini
belirleyen onemli bir olgu olarak degerlendirilebilir. Onun rejisorliik yaklagimi ulusal sahne
kiltliriiniin  profesyonel diizeyinin yiikselmesine ve sanatsal ufkunun genislemesine etki
etmektedir.

Sohno hadisosi
ovvolcadon hazirlanmig dramaturji vo rejissor planina asaslansa da, onun konkret reallasmasi hor
dofo forqgli olur. Aktyorun performansi, tamasaginin reaksiyasi vo sohnodo yaranan emosional
miihit hor niimayisdo doyisir. Bu sobobdon teatr hadisosi tam sokilds tokrarlana bilon struktur deyil.
Bu tokrarolunmazliq teatrin canliliq prinsipi ilo birbaga slagolidir. Hor tamasa eyni dramaturji
materiala osaslansa belo, konkret performans eyni sokildo yenidon yaradila bilmir. Bu xiisusiyyat
teatrin digor sonot formalarindan forqlonmasina sabaob olur.

Bohs etdiyimiz masolo sonot folsafosinds do miizakirs predmetlorindondir. Bu baximdan,
istinad etdiyim asas manbalardon biri alman filosofu Valter Benyaminin “Mexaniki reproduksiya
dovriindo sonat asori” (1935) [2] adl1 essesidir. Benyamina gora, klassik bir sonat asarinin “aura’st
var. Burada sohbat onun zaman vo mokan daxilindoki unikal movcudlugundan va orijinalligindan
gedir. Lakin sonat asori mexaniki yolla (fotoqrafiya, kino) ¢coxaldiqda, bu unikal “aura” yox olur.
Ciinki artiq osorin “orijinali” ilo “suroti” arasindaki forq itir. ©vvallor sonat ritual vo dinlo bagh
idi, masalon, magara rosmlori, dini ikonalar vo s. Onlarin asas doyari sirrli vo sakral olmalarinda
idi. O yazir: “Biz bilirik ki, on qodim sonat osarlori avval magik, sonra ise dini ritualin asasinda
yaranmigdir. Sonat asarinin aurast ils bagli mévcudlugu heg¢ vaxt onun ritual funksiyasindan tam
sokildo ayrilmamisdir. Basqa s6zlo desok, ‘autentik’ sonot osorinin unikal doyeri onun ritual
kokloaring, ilkin istifads kontekstino baglidir” [2, s. 6]. Benyamin mexaniki reproduksiyanin sonati
ritual mongoyindon qismon azad etdiyini diisiinlirdii. Bununla bels, o “sonat sonot li¢lindiir”(1’art
pour I’art) prinsipinin torofdari deyildi vo sosial mosuliyyatdon imtina edon sonatkarlar1 da tonqid
edirdi. Onun narahatligi tamamils autentiklik vo 6ziinomaxsusluq anlayislarinin zsiflomasi ilo
bagli idi. Benyaminin irali siirdiiyii osas suallardan biri beladir: agor sonat asari texniki tisullarla
sonsuz sayda ¢oxaldila bilirse, onda orijinal nlimunonin shomiyyati nadadir? Bu sual miiasir teatrin
rogomsal texnologiya ilo inteqrasiya halina da tatbiq oluna bilor. Benyamin homginin geyd edirdi
ki, mexaniki reproduksiya dovriinds incosonstin doyari getdikco onun nego nofor torafindon
goriilmasi ilo 6l¢iilmaya baglayir. Onun yasadigr dovrds incosonst tez-tez siyasi moagsadlar iigiin
istifado olunurdu. Miiasir rogomsal mediada iso kiitlovi yayim imkanlarinin genislonmoasi bu
tendensiyan1 daha da giiclondirmisdir.

Bu kontekstdo Benyaminin “aura” anlayisi roqomsal inteqrasiya soraitindo teatrin qarsilasa
bilocayi osas problemlordon biri kimi sorh edilo bilor. Teatr aktyoru tamasaci qarsisinda fiziki
olaraq movcuddur vo performans mohz bu birbasa garsilasma tizorindo qurulur. Lakin texnoloji
vasitolor — kamera vo ya roqomsal ekran — bu performansi tam vo vahid hadise kimi toqdim
etmir; onu kadrlar, rakurslar vo fragmentlor soklinds yenidon qurur. Masalon, aktyorun sshnoda
yaratdig1 obraz (tutaq ki, Magbet rolunda) onun fiziki mévcudlugu ve canli performansi ilo
ayrilmaz sokildo baglidir. Rogomsal ¢okilisdo iso aktyor ilo tamasagi arasindaki birbasa olaqo
zoiflayir. Benyamin kino sonatinin reallig1 ¢oxsayli fragmentlor vasitosilo qurdugunu geyd edirdi.
Teatr 1so daha ¢ox biitév va fasilosiz performans hadisosino osaslanir. Miiasir teatr sohnasindo

boyiik ekranlarin istifadosi vo ya aktyorun horokotlorinin eyni anda miixtolif rakurslardan
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proyeksiya edilmasi bu iki prinsipin toqqusmasina sabab ola bilor. Benyamin homginin geyd edirdi
ki, miasir kiitlo incosonati cox vaxt “diqgeti daginiq” voziyyotdo gobul edir. Ev soraitindo
kompiiter vo ya smartfon vasitosilo izlonilon roqomsal teatr bu tip qavrayisin on aydin
niimunalorindon biri hesab oluna bilor. Bu kontekstdo maraqli paradoks VR (virtual realliq)
teatrinda ortaya c¢ixir. Benyamino goOro auranin zoiflomosi qismon kiitlonin hor seyi
“yaxinlagdirmaq” istoyindon irali golir. Virtual realliq texnologiyasi bu istoyin radikal formasina
cevrilir.

Bu giin diinya teatr praktikasinda tamasalarin canli yayimi genis yayilmisdir. Bu format
¢ox vaxt “evdon ¢ixmadan tamasa izlo” kimi reklam edilir. Belo hallarda aktyor sohnods canli
sokildo oynamaga davam edir, lakin kamera obyektivi onunla tamasagi arasinda baryer yaradir.
Bozi miiasir roqomsal teatr layiholorinds texnoloji effektlor aktyorun tobii emosional ifadesini
kolgodo qoyaraq sohnodos siini vizual dominantliq yaradir. Bu iso teatrin asasini togkil edon canli
insan iinsiyyetinin zaiflomasi riskini ortaya c¢ixarir. Natica etibarilo osas sual yaranir: texnologiya
ilo intensiv inteqrasiya soraitindo canli iinsiyyst iizorindo qurulan teatrin G6ziinomoxsuslugu
gorunub saxlanila bilocokmi? Kino mexaniki reproduksiya vasitosilo teatrin aurasini miioyyon
doracads sarsitmisdisa, teatrin rogomsallasmasi bu prosesi daha da dorinlosdirs bilor. Bu iso teatrin
passiv istehlak olunan aylonco formasina ¢evrilmasi riskini do giindoma gotirir.

Miiasir nazariyyagilor canliliq anlayisini yenidon nazardon kegirirlor. Filip Auslanderin
fikrinco, miiasir madoniyyot soraitindo canli performans da media ilo qarsiliqlt slage icindo
formalasir [1]. Bu yanasma canliligin yalniz texniki forqlo miioyyon olunmadigini gdstorir.

Bununla bels, problem tam sokildo aradan qalxmir. Canli teatr hadisasi real zaman
daxilinds bas veroan insan qarsilagmasina asaslanir vo bu garsilasma texniki vasitolorlo tam sokildo
ovaz edilo bilmir. Teatrin giicli mohz bu garsilagmanin yaratdigi emosional intensivlikds vo geyri-
miioyyanlikds tozahiir edir. Rogomsal texnologiyalarla bagli miizakirolords teatrin mahiyyatinin
gorunmasi masolasi tez-tez 6n plana ¢ixsa da, teatrin texnologiyadan tam sokildo uzaq qalmasi da
real goriinmiir. Miasir comiyyat artiq rogomsal kommunikasiya strukturlari tizorinds qurulmusdur
vo madoni istehsal formalar1 bu transformasiyadan konarda moévcud ola bilmir. Bu baximdan
teatrin texnologiyaya miigavimot gostorarok tam arxaik formada galmast miimkiin deyil.

Tarixi baximdan teatr daim sosial vo texnoloji doyisikliklorle birlikdo transformasiya
olunmusdur. Antik ritual tamasalarindan orta asr dini teatrina, oradan iso miiasir sohno estetikasina
gadar teatr hor dovrde mdvcud modoni miihitlo qarsiligh olage daxilinds inkisaf etmisdir. Bu
sobabdon rogomsal texnologiyalarin sshno sonatine daxil olmasi teatr tarixindo bas veron diger
transformasiya morhalolorinin davami kimi do qiymatlondirils bilor. Bels ki, teatrin rogomsal
texnologiyalarla qarsiliqli alagasi eyni zamanda yeni yaradici va institusional imkanlar da yaradir.
Bu inteqrasiya teatrin auditoriya ilo miinasibatlorini, sohno estetikasini vo incosonotin alcatanliq
imkanlarini ohomiyyatli deracada genislondira bilor. Tk névboda, rogamsal texnologiyalar teatrin
auditoriya miqyasini genislondirir. Canli yayim vo onlayn platformalar vasitosilo tamasalar yalniz
konkret gohords yerlogson tamasagilar liciin yox, miixtalif dlkolords yasayan izloyicilor {ig¢iin do
olcatan olur. Tongqidgilar iiglin diinya teatrini izlomok vo qiymatlondirmak imkani yaradir. Eyni
sokildo, bu baximdan roqamsal yayim teatrin cografi mohdudiyyastlorini qisman aradan qaldirir vo
onun qlobal auditoriya ila slagasini giiclondirir. Bu model xiisusilo pandemiya dovriinds genis
yayilmis v bir ¢ox teatr qurumlari ii¢iin alternativ foaliyyot formasi kimi formalagmisdir.

Ikinci miihiim aspekt teatrin arxivlosdirilmosi vo sonadlosdirilmasi ilo baglidir. ©nanovi

teatr tocriibosi efemer xarakter dasidig iigiin tamasa yalniz bas verdiyi anda mévcud olur vo sonra
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yoxa ¢ixir. Ragomsal qeyd texnologiyalari is9 teatr tarixinin sonadlogdirilmosine imkan yaradir.
Bu materiallar todqiqat, todris vo teatr tarixinin Oyronilmaesi {i¢lin mithiim menbaya ¢evrilmok
imkan1 qazanir.

Rogomsal texnologiyalar homginin sohno estetikasinin genislonmosino sorait yaradir.
Video proyeksiyalar, interaktiv vizual sistemlor vo roqomsal sohno dizayni teatrin vizual
imkanlarin1 ohomiyyatli dorocodo artirir. Miiasir sohno praktikasinda virtual mokanlarin
yaradilmasi, real vo rogomsal obrazlarin eyni sohno mokaninda qarsiligl olagosi kimi estetik
eksperimentlor miisahido olunur. Bu yanasma teatr1 vizual olaraq zonginlogdirir vo yeni ifads
formalarinin yaranmasina imkan yaradir. Bundan olavo, rogomsal texnologiyalar tamasagci
istirakinin yeni modellorini meydana ¢ixarir. interaktiv performanslar, mobil totbiglor va virtual
platformalar tamasagini performans prosesinin aktiv istirak¢isina ¢evira bilir. Oslindo tamasaginin
aktiv istirake¢iya ¢evrilmosi ideyasi teatr tarixindo yeni fenomen deyil. XX osrdo bir sira rejissor
va teatr nazariyyagilori sohns ilo zal arasindaki sarhadlori zsiflotmoys ¢alismiglar. Masalon, Yeji
Qrotovski vo Piter Bruk kimi rejissorlar tamasagi ilo aktyor arasinda birbasa vo intensiv alaqo
yaratmaga yonalmis teatr formalar1 {izerinde isloyirdilor. Onlarin moqgsadi tamasagini passiv
miisahidoci statusundan ¢ixararaq sohns hadisasinin canli istirak¢isina ¢cevirmak idi. Bu tendensiya
teatrin daha godim maorhalalari ilo do alagalondirils bilor. Teatrin ritual monsoyi nazars alindiqda,
ilkin performativ formalarin kollektiv istirak prinsipi {izerindo quruldugu molum olur. Antik
morasimlords icragi ilo miisahidogi arasinda sort ayrim movcud deyildi; performans biitov bir
icmanin istirak etdiyi kollektiv hadiso xarakteri dasiyirdi. Bu baximdan miiasir roqomsal
texnologiyalar vasitosilo yaranan interaktiv teatr formalarin1 miioyyon monada homin kollektiv
performans modelinin yeni texnoloji miihitdo yenidon ortaya ¢ixmasi kimi do sorh etmok
miimkiindiir. Tamasag¢inin performans prosesino daha aktiv sokilds daxil edilmasi iso teatrin sosial
vo kommunikativ funksiyasini giiclondiron amillorden biri kimi ¢ox shomiyyatlidir.

Rogomsal inteqrasiyanin basqa bir miihiim noticosi inkliizivlik imkanlarinin
genislonmasidir. Onlayn yayimlar vo roqomsal platformalar fiziki olaraq teatr mokanina golmok
imkan1 olmayan insanlar iiclin alternativ istirak formasi yaradir. Bu, xiisusilo miixtalif fiziki
mohdudiyyatlari olan tamasacilar tiglin teatr1 daha olcatan edir. Nohayat, rogamsal texnologiyalar
teatrin digor incasanat formalari ilo dialoqunu da giiclondirir. Kino, video-art, roqomsal dizayn vo
kompiiter qrafikast kimi saholorlo qarsiligli olage teatrin funksionalligimi artirir. Bu proses
noticosindoa teatr miixtolif media formalarinin sintezinda inkisaf eds bilor. Homin kontekstdo asas
masala texnologiyanin mévcudlugu yox, onun teatrin prinsiplari ilo neco uzlasdirilmasidir. Teatrin
canlilig, real zamanli qarsilasma vo performativ tokrarolunmazliq kimi osas xiisusiyyatlori
gorunmaq sorti ilo rogomsal texnologiyalar sohno estetikasina xidmot edon vasito kimi istifads
oluna biler.

Noatica

Noticado, teatrin rogomsal dovrdo mdévcudlugunu davam etdirmasi ii¢lin texnologiya ilo
miioyyon soviyyads inteqrasiyasi qagilmazdir. Lakin bu inteqrasiya teatrin mahiyyaotini ovaz edon
struktur yox, onun ifado imkanlarini genislondiron komokgi sistem kimi hoyata kegirilmalidir. Bu
halda texnologiya teatrin mahiyyatini zoiflotmok ovozino, onun miiasir madoni miihitde
davamliligini tomin edon vasits olmalidir.

Beloliklo, miiasir teatrin qarsisinda duran asas vozifo rogomsal texnologiyalardan imtina
etmok deyil, onlar1 teatrin canli performativ tobiati ilo balanslagdirilmis sokilds istifado etmokdir.
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Bu balansin qorunmasi teatrin hom tarixi davamliligin1 saxlamasina, hom do miiasir madani
miihitds aktualligini itirmamasins imkan yaradar.

Kazakh Theatre Art: Yesterday and Today

Abstract: This paper examines the development of Kazakh theatrical art from its historical origins
to its contemporary stage interpretations. The study focuses on the performances “Kulager” and
“Ulpan” staged at the State Academic Theatre for Children and Youth named after G. Musrepov.
The research analyzes the directing approaches of F. Moldagali and G. Balpeisova, acting
techniques, scenography, symbolism, and musical solutions. Particular attention is paid to the
integration of national classical heritage with elements of global musical culture, including the use
of works by Pink Floyd and songs by Michael Jackson. The purpose of the study is to assess the
artistic level of contemporary Kazakh theatre and to explore how national identity is preserved and
reinterpreted on the modern stage.

Heyvanlarin bir situasiya halinda etdiklori hor hansi bir horokati
instinktls olagslondiririk. Amma insanin badon dilinds instinktlo harokato kegon ¢ox az sey var ki,
bunlar da instinkdon daha ¢ox refleksdir. Yoni badon dilinin ifads etdiyi mona diisiiniilmiis vo
montiqli harokatin tozahiirtidiir.

Lakin posdramatik teatrin
nliimayondalari belo diisiiniir ki, badon dili 6ziintiifads {iciin daha olverislidir. ©Ononovi teatrda
tamasanin morkozinde dram dayanir. Burada artiq hor sey planlagdirilib. Posdramatik teatr bu
strukturun ¢ox sabit vo sort oldugunu diisiiniir. Miiasir sohno sonati iso daha sarbast vo coxsaxali
ifads formalar1 tolob edir.

Posdramatik teatr klassik teatrda dramaturgiyanin qurdugu iyerarxiyani dagidir. Bu teatrin
tamagast fragmentar vo qeyri-xotti zaman qurulusuna malikdir. Bu qurulus hibrid sohno
performansinin niimunasi kimi meydana ¢ixir. Clinki tamasa bir cox elementin sohnads birbasa vo
real sintezi naticasindo yaranir. Hibrid sshno modelinds struktur elastikdir. Bas veron hadiso
zaman, makan va ya yansitdig1 haqigst baximindan qaydalara, formaya tabe olmur. Mahz bu fakt
etik sonat rejimini siibut edir.

Bu
modelds teatr, performans sonati, raqs, musiqi vo multimedia elementlori paralel sokildo foaliyyot
gostorir. Belo struktur miioyyon monada ritual tamasalarinin ¢oxkomponentli qurulusunu
xatirladir. Homginin, XX asrdo yasamis Antonen Arto, Yeji Qrotovski kimi teatr reformatorlart
yaratdiglar1 teatr formalarmin osasini Sorqin bonzersiz ritual tamasalarindan almislar. Bu
tendensiya teatrin yalniz dramaturji matna asaslanan strukturdan ¢ixaraq performativ va kollektiv
tocriiba formasi kimi inksaf etmasinoe sobab olmusdur.

Posdramatik teatrin on moshur niimunalorindon olan “Eynsteyn sahildo™ tamasasina nozor
yetirok. Tamaga 1976-c1 ildo posdramatik teatrin niimayondasi rejissor Robert Vilson vo moshur
bostokar Filip Qlass torofindon hazirlanmisdir. Bu tamasanin miiddoti bes saatdir vo fasilosiz
davam edir. Tamasagilarin bu miiddot orzinds tamasa zalina istadiklori vaxt daxil olub ¢ixmasina
icazo verilir. Tamasa moshur fizik Albert Eynsteyn obrazinin skripkada ifa etdiyi sakit vo ritmik
musiqi ilo baglayir. Bostokar Filip Qlass torofindon yaradilmig musiqi tokrarlanan melodik
motivlori vo ritmik strukturu ilo tamasacini calb edir.

Tamasa ardicil bas veron hadisslordon yox, ayri-ayri epizodlardan ibarstdir. Lakin bu
epizodlarin hor biri ayri-ayriligda simvolik mona dasiyicisidir. Masolon, gatar sohnasi texnoloji
inksaf vo zamanin siirotlonmasi, mohkomo sohnosi rasional diisiinco vo sosial nizam, kosmik
sohnolar iso kainat vo zaman anlayisinin genislonmosi kimi anlasilir.

Posdramatik teatr konteksinds enerji aktyor, tamasag¢i vo mokan arasinda yaranan garsiligh tosirin
yaratdig1 estetik vo emosional instensivliyi ifado edon metaforik kateqoriyadir.

Posdramatik teatrda enerji dedikds osason ii¢ komponent arasinda yaranan dinamik
qarsiligl tosiri nozordo tutmaq olar: aktyorun fiziki vo emosional ekspresiyyasi, tamasacinin
reaksiyasi, mokanin yaratdigi atmosfer vo sensor miihit. Erika Figer Lixtenin fikrinco, aktyor vo
tamasag1 arasinda bas veroan qarsiliqli reaksiya prosesi performansin canli “enerji dovranini”
yaradir. Bu dovrads aktyorun horoksti tamasacida reaksiya dogurur, tamasaginin reaksiyasi iso
aktyorun performansint dayisdirir. Tamagagini baxan vo diisiinon subyekt adlandiran Jak Ransier,
onun gordiiyiinii 6z tocriibasi ile alagelondirarok yeni monalar yaratdigini deyir.

Bizim pozulma vo ya
dagilma kimi monfi alt monali feillorls ifads etdiyimiz bu hallar tamasag1 vo tamasa arasinda real
linsiyyoti yaradan faktorlardir. ©nonovi teatrin ulduzlar sistemi bu miibadilonin qarsisini alir.
Tamasag1 tliglin sohno mokani vo aktyorlar toxunulmaz hesab olunur. Bu halda tamasagi ilo
miinasibato daxil olmaq sansi sifira barabordir.

The role of sound in conveying the
inner world of a character, space and time, as well as the use of interactive and immersive
technologies to enhance audience engagement, are discussed. Innovative approaches using
electronic and artificial intelligence-supported music as dramaturgical support are also considered.
Finally, music and sound design are presented as essential elements that provide emotional,
structural and symbolic energy to contemporary theatre.

Bu funksiyada musiqi tamasanin
emosional tonunu miioyyon edir vo tamasaginin hissloring istiqgamot verir. Musiqi vo sas monali
dasiyic1 funksiyasini yering yetirir. Bu funksiyada onlar dramaturji mesajin, tamasanin asas ideya
vo movzulariin tamasagilara ¢atdirilmasinda vasitagi kimi ¢ixis edirlor. Movzular vo motivlar
simvolik olaraq leytmotivlori, personajlart yaxud voziyystlori tomsil edon musiqi vasitosilo
kodlasdirilir.

Struktur funksiyasi sehno kegidlorini, dramatik kulminasiyalari vo gorginlik noqtelorini
vurgulamaqda musiqinin rolunu shats edir. Musiqi vo sas tamasanin ritmini vo tempini idars edir,
bolmolor arasinda harmonik, emosional uygunlugu tomin edir. Bu, tamasanin dramaturji diizonini
gorumaga, sshnolorin axiciligini tomin etmoyo xidmot edir. Nohayot, simvolik vo estetik
funksiyalar musiqi , sos vasitasilos tasvirlorin, mévzularin, dramatik hadisolorin simvolik ifadssini
tomin edir. Eyni zamanda, estetik funksiyasina géro vizual vo esitmo harmoniyasi tamasaciya
togdim olunur. Musiqi macazi monalar dasiya bilir, tamasanin {imumi estetik tosirini artirir.
Leytmotiv funksiyasi da boyiik shomiyyat kosb edir. Miioyyon musiqi motivinin konkret obrazla
olagolondirilmasi onun daxili alominin ag¢ilmasina komok edir. Sasin tembri, intonasiyasi, ritmik
qurulusu personajin psixoloji voziyyetini ifado edo bilir. Tosvirin ¢evrilmasi ¢ox vaxt musiqi
materialinin doyigmosi ilo paralel hoyata kecirilir. Bu {lisul operada da daha aydin goriiniir, lakin
dramatik teatrda iso inco formada istifado olunur. Musiqi vo sas semantik funksiya dasiyir, matnda
birbasa ifade olunmayan monalar1 agir. Onlar istehza effekti yarada, vizual vo matn qatlarini oks
etdiro, gizli ideyan1 vurgulaya bilorlor. Mosolon, faciovi hadisonin fonunda son musiqinin
soslonmosi tamagacgida togvis vo ikiqat mona yaradir. Bu zaman musiqi hadisoni izah etmir, onu
sorh edir, bazon tonqid edir.

Mokan vo zamanin qurulmasinda sas dizayninin rolu xiisusilo nozors ¢arpir. Tarixi dovriin
musiqi xiisusiyyatlori, miihit soslori, sohor vo ya tobii akustika sohnonin cografi vo temporal
¢or¢ivasini milayyan edir. Minimalist sohna hallinds sas ¢cox vaxt dekor funksiyasini yerina yetirir.
Bu halda sas sadace fon deyil, makanin 6ziidiir. Stikut on giiclii dramaturji vasitolordon biridir -
pauza yaradir, diqgati comlogdirir vo emosional bosluq effektini formalagdirir.

Demoli, musiqi vo sos dramaturgiyada dekorativ element deyil. Onlar struktur, mena,
emosional enerji va ritm yaratmagq li¢lin osas vasitalordir. Diizgiin qurulduqda dramaturji effekti
artirtr, diizgiin istifads olunmayanda ise tamasanin ideoloji biitovliiyiinii zaiflodir.

Texnologiya vo novator yanasmalar
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Texnologiya va innovativ yanagmalar sohnodo sos vo musiqi ti¢lin yeni imkanlar agir. Sosin
interaktiv vo immersiv istifadosi tamasada mokan ilo tamasag1 arasinda six olagoni tomin edorak,
tamasagida 6ziinii sohno ilo olagados hiss edir. Bu yanasmada sos effektlori tokco fon kimi deyil,
dramaturji alot kimi istifado olunur. Elektron musiqi vo miiasir sos texnologiyalar teatrda yeni
imkanlar toklif edir.

Rejissor va sas tartibat¢isi arasinda omokdasliq bu prosesdo morkazi rol oynayir. Yaradici
proses, dramaturji qorarlar vo texnoloji totbiglor performansin, texniki cohotdon uygun, effektiv
olmasini tomin etmok ti¢iin birlosir. Sas vo texnologiyanin vohdati teatrda estetik, dramaturji doyari
artirir. Rogomsal audio proqramlari vo canli sos emal sistemlori sohnodo real vaxt rejimindo
nazarati miimkiin edir. Bu o demakdir ki, sos artiq sabit, avvalcodon yazilmis material deyil,
performansin bir hissasina ¢evrilir. Miiasir tamasalarda istifads olunan proqram tominati vasitosilo
sohnanin ritmine uygun musiqi dayisdirilir, elektron effektlorls aktyorun intonasiyasi va ya nofasi
doyisdirilir. Belsliklo, sos illiistrasiya deyil, hadisonin gedisatina mane olan dramaturji faktora
cevrilir.

Misal olaraq, 2007-ci ildo Londonda ilk dofs togdim olunan “War Horse” (“Doylis at1”)
miiasir teatrda musiqi vo dramaturji imkanlarin1 niimayis etdiron miihiim niimunslordon biridir.
Baostokar Adrian Sutton xatirslorinds geyd edir ki, “tamasanin ilkin mogqi zamani asl at toassiirati
yaradan kukla konstruksiyast ilo qarsilasma layihonin estetik istigamotini miioyyon edon
moqamlardan biri idi. Bu vizual realizm musiqi vo soslo tamamlanmali idi” [Sutton, A., 2007].
Dramaturgiya baximindan iki paralel musiqi gedisi formalasdirir: Ilk olaraq, xalq musiqisindon
istifadadir vo bu Birinci Diinya Miiharibasi illorindo Devon bdlgasinin xalq mahnilari tizorindo
qurulmusdur. Bu istigamoatdo tarixi folklor materiallar1 sohno kontekstino uygunlagdirmisdir.
Ikinci iso, Simfonik musiqinin roludur — Maler, Straus, Elgar vo 20-ci asrin avvallorinin digar
bastokarlarinin estetikasi ilo sasloson epik vo kino musiqi dilidir. Burada asas dramaturji yenilik
ondan ibaratdir ki, musiqi tamasacilarin reaksiyasini artirmaq ti¢lin deyil, cox vaxt personajlarin
daxili qorxu, casqinliq vo timidsizlik voziyyatini akustik sokilde agmaq tgiin istifads olunur.
Masalan, sshnalarin birinds orkestrin gohromanliq pafosu ovazina yiiksak registrli, dissonans simli
gedislor vasitasilo qorxu atmosferinin yaradir. Tamasada leytmotiv prinsipi miithiim struktur rolunu
oynayir. Bas rolun xarakterini oks etdiron truba motivi miixtolif kontekstloro ¢evrilir. Bu iisul
tamasa boyu semantik olagolori giiclondirir. Beloliklo, “Doyiis at1” tamasasinda sos vo musiqi:
kukla teatrinin realizmini artirir, dramaturji mona qatlarini geniglondirir. Bu tamasa gostorir ki,
texnologiya vo musiqi teatrda mogsad deyil, qurulus vo mona yaradan alotdir. Burada sos dizayni
illiistrasiya funksiyasini asir vo hadisonin dramatik dasiyicisina g¢evrilir.“Miihariba sohnalarinda
zorb alotlorinin sort tembrlori, mexaniki saslor yeni texnologiyanin, xiisuson do pulemyot vo
tanklarin insan vo at iizorindo hokmranligini simvollagsdirir” [Morpurgo, M., 2010, s. —]. Bu,
Birinci Diinya Miiharibasinin texnoloji goddarligini dramaturji saviyyads esidilir edir. On miithiim
dramaturji nailiyyst kukla ilo sos arasindaki olagodir. Kuklalarin “canli” goriiniisii tokco
harakatlorin xoreoqrafiyasi ilo bagh deyil, nofas alma, ugultu, ayaq soslori va ritmik harokatlorin
akustik doqiqliyi tamasacilarin inamini artirir. Kukla li¢ aktyor torofindon idars olunsa da, tamasaci
mexanizm yox, varliq goriir. Bu effekt sassiz miimkiin deyil. Natico olaraq, “D0ylis at1” miiasir
teatrda texnologiyanin magsad deyil, dramaturji vasite oldugunun parlaq niimunaesidir. Ses dizayni
miiharibonin texnoloji dohsotini esidilon edir. Kukla teatrima “canliliq” verir. Emosional ritmi
strukturlagdirir.
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Digor misal kimi “The Curious Incident of the Dog in the Night-Time” (“itin geco vaxti
maraqlt hadisasi”) tamasasini gostormok olar. “Burada elektron musiqi vo ritmik tokrarlar
personajin daxili alomini oks etdirir, tamasacini onun emosional voziyyati ilo tanig edir. Virtual
akustika vo sos effektlori tamagsada atmosfer yaradir, tamasagi ilo mokan arasinda olago yaradir.
Burada osas yenilik texnologiyanin dramaturgiyaya inteqrasiyasidir” [Wikipedia, 2026]. Sohno
versiyasinda sas dizayni obrazin - Kristoferin duygu hassasligini ifado etmok tigiin istifado olunur.
Qatar sohnolorindo, metro kegidlorindo vo izdiham sohnolorinds sos gosdon giiclondirilir: ritmik
tokrarlar, metal saslori, is18in gofil doyismasi vo artan akustik gorginlik tamasagini onun zehni
yiikiino gorq edir. Tamasagt hadisoni “esitmir”, ancaq Kristofer kimi yasayir. Osorin asas movzusu
“autizm haqqinda hekayo” deyil, forqglilik va sosial uygunlasmadir. Bu monada sas dizayni sosial
xaosla fordi montiq arasinda ziddiyyat yaradir. Xarici diinya xaotik vo sos-kiyliidiir. Kristoferin
daxili diinyas: strukturlagdirilmis vo riyazidir. Dramaturji konflikt mohz bu iki akustik sistem
arasinda yaranir.

Bu niimunalorlo goriiriik ki, mokan sos texnologiyalar1 dramaturji diisiinconi do doyisir.
Coxkanall1 akustik sistemlor tamasacini sohnonin konar miisahido¢isindon hadisonin i¢indo
olmaga aparir. Sosin miixtalif istiqgamotlordon harokati psixoloji gorginlik yaradir, tohliike vo ya
xaos hissini giliclondirir. Son illords siini intellekto osaslanan musiqi nosil sistemlori do teatr
miihitino daxil olmaga baglayib. Alqoritmik kompozisiya ifanin tempina vo emosional voziyyatino
uygun olaraq real vaxt rejimindo musiqi yarada bilir. Ancaq burada ciddi bir risk var: yaradict
nazarat zoiflasa, naticade mexaniki vo emosional dorinlik olmaya bilar. Siini intellekt dramaturji
gerarlarin gabulunu avaz etmomali, oksino onu dostoklomolidir. Digar torafdon, innovasiya heg do
homiso texnoloji haddindon artiqliq demak deyil. Minimalist yanasma vo siikutdan dramaturji
istifado do miiasir teatrin miihiim istiqamotlorindondir. Beloliklo, miiasir teatrda texnologiya
musiqi vo sas dizayninin imkanlarini genislondirir, lakin onun dramaturji funksiyasi tokce texniki
yeniliklorlo miisyyon edilmir. Osas mosalo sosin tamasanin strukturuna neco inteqrasiyast,
ideyaya, konflikto no dorocodo xidmot etmaosidir. Texnologiya moqgsad deyil, bir vasitadir,
dramaturji montiq asas meyardir.

Tadqiqat gostorir ki, miiasir teatrda musiqi vo sos tortibati tokco dekorativ element kimi
deyil, dramaturgiyanin torkib hissasi kimi qobul edilmaolidir. Tohlil olunan niimunslor — “Ddyiis
at1” vo “Itin geco vaxti maragh hadisosi” gdstarir ki, musiqi vo sos personajin daxili alomini,
mokan-zaman kontekstini, tamasanin emosional ritmini ifado etmok {i¢iin istifads olunur. Klassik
teatrdan forqli olaraq, miiasir sshnado sas vo musiqi dramaturji mesaj Otiirmak, leytmotivlor
formalasdirmaq, kulminasiya va garginlik noqtalorini vurgulamaq kimi funksiyalar1 yerina yetirir.

Bununla belo, arasdirmalar gostorir ki, texnologiya tokco dramaturji doyor yaratmair, osas
rol sas vo musiqinin tamasanin ideya, qurulusuna inteqrasiyasina aiddir. Minimalist yanagmalar
va sassizliyin dramaturji istifadesi do tamasagilarin diggotini vo emosional calbini artiran yenilik¢i
yanagmalar kimi se¢ilir.

Contemporary Theatre as an Integrated System of Languages: Richard III

Abstract. Theatre has evolved from traditional forms, focused on text and actor performance, to
contemporary theatre, where each element of the performance — scenography, lighting, music,
and sound — becomes an essential expressive component. Modern theatrical technologies allow
for the creation of movable sets, interactive installations, and video projections, providing creative
freedom and the ability to rapidly modify the stage space. Light and sound no longer serve purely
functional roles but actively contribute to shaping the characters’ psychology and intensifying
dramatic tension. The production of Richard III, directed by Petru Hadarca, illustrates this
approach: symbolic scenography, lighting design, soundscape, and multimedia projections create
an intense and suggestive atmosphere, transforming the spectator into an emotional and intellectual
participant. The performance reflects the struggle for power, moral fragility, and collective
responsibility, demonstrating how contemporary theatre integrates tradition with technology to
create complex and profound stage experiences.

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Interactivity in Contemporary Theatre in the Republic of Moldova: Forms
and Aesthetic Functions

Abstract: Contemporary theatre increasingly relies on multimedia and visual spectacle, yet
interactivity between stage and spectator remains central. Interactivity transforms the audience
from passive observers into active participants in constructing meaning and shaping the
performance. Rooted in the breaking of the fourth wall and modern participatory practices,
interactive theatre redefines the spectator’s role through spatial, verbal, dramaturgical, emotional-
psychological, and technological forms. These modes often function in combination, generating
hybrid experiences adapted to genre and audience. In the Republic of Moldova, spatial interactivity
expands the stage into the auditorium, enhancing comic effect through proximity and shared space.
Verbal interactivity, based on direct address, intensifies psychological tension and power
dynamics. Emotional-psychological interactivity engages spectators at an ethical level, fostering
reflection and moral involvement. Technological elements further extend participation beyond
physical presence. Interactivity thus operates as an aesthetic and dramaturgical mechanism that
reshapes the theatrical experience into a dialogical and participatory act.

Introduction

In an era dominated by technology and large-scale visual spectacles, contemporary theatre
frequently relies on multimedia means, sound effects, and lighting design. However, what remains
unconditionally captivating is the interactivity between stage and spectator. Interactivity in
contemporary theatre represents the ensemble of strategies through which the spectator is no
longer merely a passive observer, but becomes an active participant in the construction of meaning
and in the unfolding of the performance. The concept of active audience participation is
systematically developed by Jeff Wirth, who defines participatory theatre as a scenic form in which
the actor must be prepared not only for performance, but also for direct interaction, improvisation,
and the management of unpredictable audience reactions [Wirth Jeff, 2004, p. 3-8]. By
transforming the spectator into an accomplice of the scenic action, interactivity grants each
performance a unique character. Through this paper, we aim to identify and analyze the forms of
interactivity in theatres in Chisindu, Republic of Moldova, through the lens of selected
performances. We will observe the differences according to the genre of the performance, as well
as the similarities between them.

The Theoretical Framework of Interactive Theatre

Interactive theatre presupposes the “breaking” of the fourth wall, standing in opposition to
the concept formulated by Denis Diderot in 1758, according to which actors must perform as if
between the stage and the audience there existed “a great wall” separating the two spaces. The
annulment of this convention was proposed by Bertolt Brecht, German playwright, poet, and
director, who transforms the spectator from a passive witness into an active participant, involved
in reflection upon the action and the message of the performance.

Today, these ideas are actively adopted both in theatre and in cinema. Increasingly, on
stages in the Republic of Moldova, interactive performances are being staged that attract broad
audiences through the possibility of interaction between actors and spectators. Interaction
manifests itself in various forms, from direct communication with the auditorium to actors leaving
the scenic space and involving the audience in the performance, without requiring them to leave
their seats. This type of performance is suitable for all age categories, since forms of interactivity
can be adapted to the level of understanding and sensitivity of each audience. From children and
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adolescents to adults, spectators are involved in different yet always relevant ways, transforming
the theatrical experience into a process of discovery and dialogue.

In order to understand the complexity of the phenomenon, it is necessary to delineate the
main types of interactivity encountered in contemporary theatre. These may be classified, in
general terms, as spatial, verbal, dramaturgical, emotional-psychological, and technological
interactivity.

Spatial interactivity involves the conventional extension of the stage into the space intended
for the audience. Through the movement of actors among spectators, the use of the auditorium as
an integral part of the scenography, or the reconfiguration of theatrical architecture, a physical
proximity is produced that modifies the spectator’s perception of the action. The space becomes
shared, and the symbolic distance between stage and auditorium is significantly reduced.

Verbal interactivity manifests itself through direct addresses to the audience, questions,
controlled improvisations, or apparently spontaneous dialogues with spectators. In this case, scenic
communication surpasses the conventional level of representation and acquires a dialogical
character. The spectator is no longer merely a receiver, but a communication partner.

Dramaturgical interactivity involves the participation of the audience in configuring the
scenic trajectory. This may take the form of choosing narrative alternatives, influencing the order
of scenes, or making symbolic decisions that modify the final meaning of the performance. Even
when this participation is limited or guided, it creates the impression of co-creation.

Emotional-psychological interactivity is subtler, yet equally relevant. It occurs when the
performance constructs situations that provoke direct reactions, personal commitments, or intense
identifications, generating a type of active inner involvement. In this case, the spectator
participates through reflection, empathy, and critical positioning.

Last but not least, technological interactivity is becoming increasingly present in
contemporary theatre. From a contemporary perspective, interactivity is not limited to verbal
intervention or physical proximity, but presupposes the construction of a complete sensory
experience. Tim Webb emphasizes that interactive and immersive theatre must be centered on the
spectator’s perception, capitalizing on tactile, auditory, visual, and even olfactory stimuli in order
to create a space of inclusive participation [Webb Tim, 2022, p.p. 1-10]. The use of digital
platforms, mobile devices, or multimedia elements can allow real-time feedback, voting,
interventions, or the integration of audience reactions into the scenic unfolding. This form extends
interactivity beyond the physical space of the auditorium.

Forms of Interactivity in Selected Performances from the Republic of Moldova

The analysis of performances staged on the stages of the Republic of Moldova
demonstrates that these types of interactivity do not function in isolation, but often combine,
generating hybrid forms of participation. Depending on the genre of the performance and the target
audience, emphasis may fall on the playful, reflective, or immersive dimension of the theatrical
experience. In the following, we will illustrate these types of interactivity through concrete
examples from the theatres of the Republic of Moldova.

The most frequent form of interactivity encountered on stages in the Republic of Moldova
is spatial interactivity, manifested through actors leaving the conventional scenic space, thus
expanding the dimension of the performance and transforming the audience into an integral part
of the theatrical act. A relevant example is the performance “A Midsummer Night’s Dream”,

directed by Nichita Betehtin, staged at the National Theatre “Eugene lonesco”, in which the

auditorium becomes an active component of the scenography. The actors use the entire space of
the hall, moving among the rows and rapidly changing their scenic positioning, which confers
dynamism and verisimilitude to the movement. Such practices approach the principles of
immersive theatre discussed by British practitioners included in the volume edited by Bucknall,
who underline that the reorganization of scenic space radically modifies the spectator’s status and
produces an extended experience of co-presence [Bucknall, Joanna Jayne, 2023, p.p. 18-28]. In
this context, spatial interactivity does not function merely as a procedure of physical proximity,
but becomes an essential instrument in the construction of comedy. Being a comedy, the
production capitalizes on the surprise of proximity and the immediate reaction of the audience in
order to amplify the comic effect. The spectator is no longer merely a witness of scenic situations,
but indirectly participates in activating them, his or her reaction contributing to the energy and
rhythm of the performance. Thus, interactivity acquires a clear dramaturgical function, directly
participating in the production and sustaining of the comic.

Another type of interactivity identified on the stages of Chisinau is verbal interactivity,
manifested through direct address to the audience. According to Jeff Wirth, in participatory theatre
the actor must develop a flexible presence, capable of maintaining dramaturgical coherence while
reacting authentically to the audience. This double scenic consciousness - between role and direct
relationship - is essential in forms of verbal interactivity. [Wirth Jeff, 2004, pp. 27-35]

A relevant example in this regard is the naturalist drama “Miss Julie”, directed by Luminita
Ticu, staged at the National Theatre “Mihai Eminescu”. In this production, the character Jean,
performed by Alexandru Plesca, repeatedly addresses the audience, especially in moments when
he ironizes or treats Julie sarcastically: “Miss: What would you do in my place? Jean: In your
place? Well, let us see. As a noblewoman, as a woman, as a... fallen one. [ don’t know... Actually
yes! Now I know! Miss (takes the razor and makes a gesture): Like this? Jean: I would do it, do
not forget!” [Strindberg August, 1992, p.62]. These interventions do not interrupt the dramatic
action, but create an additional layer of communication, through which the spectator becomes a
direct witness of the power relationship between the characters. Through this procedure, verbal
interactivity functions differently from the case of the comedy analyzed previously. If in “A
Midsummer Night’s Dream” interactivity contributed to amplifying the comic, in “Miss Julie” it
accentuates psychological tension and the dynamics of conflict. Addressing the audience
transforms the spectator into a temporary confidant of Jean, involving him or her in the mechanism
of manipulation and social superiority that he displays. Thus, verbal interactivity becomes an
instrument for intensifying dramatic conflict and highlighting relations of domination.

Emotional-psychological interactivity can be clearly observed in the performance “Richard
I, staged at the National Theatre “Mihai Eminescu”, directed by Petru Hadarca. Through the
interpretation of Anatol Durbald, the character Richard not only exposes his intentions and plans,
but draws the spectator into a game of moral complicity. The confessions, direct gazes, and
moments of self-justification transform the audience into a privileged witness of his manipulative
strategies. Unlike the verbal interactivity in “Miss Julie”, where the spectator becomes a confidant
of a character in a realistic context, in “Richard III”” the involvement is psychological and ethical
in nature. The spectator is placed in the uncomfortable position of being seduced by the
intelligence and charisma of a negative character, becoming, even if only temporarily, complicit
in his criminal ascent. This form of interactivity does not presuppose physical participation or

direct intervention, but an intense inner involvement, activating reflection upon moral
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responsibility and the mechanisms of power. Thus, emotional-psychological interactivity
functions as a subtle instrument of dramatic construction, through which the spectator is drawn
into the interior of the conflict and determined to examine his or her own reactions and ethical
limits.

The analysis of the three performances demonstrates that interactivity in contemporary
theatre in the Republic of Moldova does not function as a simple formal procedure, but as an
aesthetic mechanism adapted to the specificity of each genre. In “A Midsummer Night’s Dream”,
spatial interactivity contributes to intensifying the comic through surprise and physical proximity.
In “Miss Julie”, verbal interactivity highlights power relations and the dynamics of psychological
conflict, transforming the spectator into a confidant of the character. In “Richard III”’, emotional-
psychological interactivity involves the audience at an ethical level, drawing it into a game of
moral complicity. Therefore, interactivity cannot be reduced to a strategy of capturing attention,
but must be understood as a dramaturgical principle that redefines the spectator’s status. From
physical participation to discursive involvement and psychological seduction, contemporary
theatre in Chisinau explores multiple modalities of activating the audience, consolidating the
dialogical and living dimension of the theatrical act.

Conclusions

Interactivity in contemporary theatre in the Republic of Moldova asserts itself as an
essential principle of restructuring the relationship between stage and spectator. The analysis of
spatial, verbal, and emotional-psychological forms demonstrates that audience involvement is
neither accidental nor decorative, but organically integrated into the aesthetic construction of the
performance. Whether it amplifies comic effect, intensifies conflict tension, or provokes moral
complicity, interactivity redefines the spectator’s status, transforming him or her from passive
receiver into active participant in the process of meaning-making.

In the current cultural context, marked by accelerated communication and the influence of
digital technologies, theatre reaffirms its specificity precisely through this dimension of co-
presence and direct dialogue. Interactivity thus becomes not merely a directorial option, but a form
of adaptation and revitalization of scenic language, consolidating the living, communal, and
reflective character of theatrical art.

Theatre in a Society of Digital Technologies

Abstract: This article analyzes the psychological and social transformation of modern individuals
who have transitioned into the digital world with the development of Web 2.0 technologies. It
emphasizes that digital platforms and social networks have not only influenced human life and
activity but have also had negative effects on human psychology. The article introduces the
concept of Theatre 2.0, uniting it under the notion of interactive theatre and presenting theatre as
a potential “savior” for the individual. Unlike classical theatre, the possibilities of interactive
(immersive) theatre are highlighted. Through several performance examples, the article
substantiates the psychotherapeutic role of theatre in the digital age. The concept of “Soul and
Code” is proposed as a factor that helps establish a balance between technology and the human
being. Interactive theatre is presented as a possible response to the crisis of loneliness and social
isolation created by Web 2.0.

Abstract: The article examines the work of Bertolt Brecht and its influence on the development
of theatrical art. Special attention is given to the history of the reception of Brechtian dramaturgy
in Kazakhstan, from the first productions in the 1960s—1970s to contemporary interpretations. The
study identifies the specific features of staging the plays A Respectable Wedding and The
Caucasian Chalk Circle on the Kazakh stage. Particular focus is placed on the issue of intercultural
synthesis and the actualization of Brecht’s legacy in the modern theatrical process. The article
concludes that Brecht’s ideas retain their artistic significance and relevance within contemporary
stage practice.

The Role of Innovative Scenography in Contemporary Theatre Performances of
Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan

Abstract: The article is devoted to the analysis of the role of scenography in contemporary
theatrical productions in Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan. The relevance of the study is determined by
the increasing importance of the stage space as an independent expressive and dramaturgical
element of the performance, especially in the context of cultural modernization and the
implementation of digital technologies. Scenography ceases to be merely a decorative component
and becomes a carrier of conceptual meaning, reflecting processes of rethinking national identity
and the interaction of tradition with contemporary artistic practices. The aim of the research is to
identify of the features of solutions in scenography in the theaters of both countries and determine
their influence on the artistic structure of the performance. The research employs a theatre studies
approach, including comparative, historical-cultural and semiotic methods of analysis. The study
examines trend in the integration of national symbolism, lighting and multimedia technologies,
spatial compositions and stage movements. The findings demonstrate that scenography in the
theatrical practices of Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan play a key role in shaping the visual concept of
the production and enhancing its emotional and aesthetic impact on the audience.

“Intre noi e totul bine” — The Mirror of Contemporary Relationships

The performance “Intre noi e totul bine” by Dorota Mastowska, staged at the Teatrul
»Alexie Mateevici”, lucidly and ironically explores tensions within modern relationships and the
effects of inner isolation. The play shows how real communication is often replaced by
appearances, while the past marked by suffering and trauma is ignored or hidden beneath the
superficiality of a present dominated by consumerism and mass media. The characters live in a
noisy domestic chaos filled with unnecessary objects; they talk a lot but fail to communicate,
caught between the trauma of the past and an artificial present shaped by advertising, technology,
and appearances.

The set design is crowded with everyday objects worn dishes, textiles, plastic bags, and
photographs placed chaotically reflecting the characters’ inner states and transforming the stage
into a metaphor for internal disorder. Warm light in the foreground contrasts with cold light in the
background, creating the impression of two coexisting realities: one chaotic, loud, and energetic;
the other cold, isolated, and distant. Costumes and makeup emphasize the artificiality of the
portrayed world, highlighting human typologies and generating humor through subtle yet realistic
exaggerations.
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The soundscape, composed of fragments of TV shows, adapted music, and ambient effects,
creates a fully immersive atmosphere in which the audience is caught between everyday noise and
the characters’ loneliness. Fragmented, mechanical, or grotesquely exaggerated gestures underline
the characters’ inability to communicate authentically, as well as the tension between appearance
and reality.

The tour of “Intre noi e totul bine” was a unique experience, offering audiences in different
cities the opportunity to reflect on their own lives, relationships, and the way contemporary society
manages memory and tradition. Each performance became an occasion for interaction between the
artistic team and the community, addressing delicate themes such as alienation, social
superficiality, and the rupture between generations. This mobility demonstrates theatre’s power to
reach diverse communities and create lasting cultural impact.

“Lucruri care nu se spun” — Introspection and Self-Love

The performance “Lucruri care nu se spun” explores introspection and one’s relationship
with the self. Ana, a young TV producer, attempts to understand who she is and how she was
shaped as a person. She confronts external criticism, societal expectations, and imposed standards,
trying to identify the moment when she was emotionally formed. The play raises fundamental
questions about emotional and sexual maturation during adolescence, about fears and personal
boundaries, but also about the courage to choose life and self-love.

Through new media, the message of the performance can be amplified and transmitted to
a wider audience, including young people facing similar pressures. The show becomes a tool for
awareness, emotional education, and reflection on authenticity and self-acceptance.

Through video interviews, posts, and multimedia materials, viewers can analyze Ana’s
journey and apply it to their own lives, discovering ways to manage social and personal pressures.

“Tristete si bucurie 1n viata girafelor” — Theatre as a Tool for Healing

The performance “Tristete si bucurie in viata girafelor” follows the experience of a young
girl, Girafa, who embarks on an initiatory journey alongside her teddy bear, Judy Garland, in
search of resources that would allow her access to television and, implicitly, to the outside world.
The story explores loss, economic and social crises, but also how fantasy, creativity, and innocent
curiosity can function as tools of survival and learning.

Through an eclectic theatrical discourse that combines fairy tale, documentary, and parody,
the performance transforms a dramatic situation into a playful yet profound experience.

Theatre becomes an instrument of self-healing, inviting the audience to view the tensions
of the world through a child’s eyes and to understand that adults can learn much from children’s
innocence and courage.

Memory — The Link Between Past and Present

A common element in these performances is memory. In “Intre noi e totul bine”, the
memory of war contrasts with the superficiality of the present; in “Lucruri care nu se spun”,
emotional memory helps reconstruct identity; in “Tristete si bucurie in viata girafelor”, affective
memory and family relationships drive the action and the characters’ motivation.

Memory is not merely a historical or personal reference point, but a tool for reflection,
education, and self-knowledge. It allows the spectator to connect past and present with personal
experience, contributing to a deeper understanding of the world and of the self. Integrating memory
into performance becomes a way of preserving values, experiences, and emotions within a

community, while also transmitting them to younger generations.
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The Role of Tours and New Media in Access to Culture

Performance tours are essential instruments for expanding cultural impact. Each visited
city becomes a space for reflection on the themes of the plays, and direct interaction with audiences
provides valuable feedback for artists and communities. New media amplify these effects: live
broadcasts, video clips, social media posts, and interactive materials allow audiences to follow
performances even if they cannot attend physically.

This combination of touring and digital media increases accessibility to culture and
democratizes the theatrical experience. The audience becomes an active participant interacting
online, commenting, discussing, and reflecting on the transmitted messages thus contributing to
the creation of a living and interactive cultural space.

Conclusions

Contemporary theatre extends its impact beyond the physical stage by integrating new
media as an essential component of communication and audience engagement. The performances
staged at the Teatrul ,,Alexie Mateevici” demonstrate that performing arts can address profound
themes such as memory, alienation, and self-love, while remaining relevant to today’s society.

The integration of the digital environment does not replace the direct theatrical experience,
but complements and amplifies it, providing access to a broader audience. Tours and online
presence contribute to the democratization of culture, facilitating dialogue between artists and
communities.

By combining tradition with technology, theatre becomes an active space for reflection,
education, and social engagement. Thus, theatre and new media function together as instruments
of connection, awareness, and personal development, adapted to contemporary realities.
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Antithetical Makeup in the System of Actors’ Expressive Means

Abstract: The paper reveals the role of makeup as an anti-illustrative tool, where the visual image
does not correspond to the character’s inner content. The main motives of this construct are
clarified, where antithetical makeup is considered an artistic technique aimed at the critical
perception of the image, a detachment from its literal interpretation, which becomes an additional
stimulus for appealing to cultural codes, ideas, and meanings. It is proved that this artistic strategy
poses certain challenges for the performer of the role. The nature of possible solutions to these
strategies is presented on the example of the film The Guide, or Flowers Have Eyes (makeup artist
Iryna Solodovska) by O. Sanin.

Aktyorlarin ifadd vasitalari sisteminds antitetik qrim

Xiilasa: Magalodo qrim sonatinin anti-illiistrativ vasito kimi rolu agiqlanir; bu zaman vizual obraz
personajin daxili mozmunu ilo uygunluq teskil etmir. Bu konstruksiyanin osas motivlori
miuoyyonloasdirilir vo antitetik qrim obrazin tonqidi qavranilmasina yonalmis, onun literal (birbasa)
interpretasiyasindan uzaqlasmani tomin edon badii iisul kimi nazordon kegirilir. Bu yanagma
modoani kodlara, ideyalara vo monalara miiracist tigiin alava stimul yaradir. Siibut edilir ki, bu badii
strategiya rol ifacis1 qarsisinda miioyyon ¢atinliklor qoyur. Bu strategiyalarin miimkiin hall
yollarinin mahiyysti O. Saninin “IloBonbips, unu LBersl mmeror riaza” (“Belodci, yaxud
cicoklorin gozlori var”) filmi (qrim rossami Irina Solodovska) niimunasinds taqdim olunur.

One of the components of creating an image in the performing arts is its visual presentation,
which involves the use of various artistic and performing techniques, including the art of makeup.
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Makeup often serves as an effective means of emphasizing traits outlined in the "character's
biography" (such as age, gender, race, etc.). However, it should be noted that makeup can influence
biases regarding the hero's moral qualities. The ancient philosophers have consistently raised the
issue of aesthetic attractiveness. Given the focus of this work, it is relevant to recall a specific form
of discrimination against individuals based on appearance and conformity to "norms" of
attractiveness, including the stereotype that "beauty is good". Lookism is grounded in the idea that
physical attractiveness is associated with positive qualities, such as the image of a princess. At the
same time, unattractiveness is associated with negative qualities, such as those of an evil witch.
Many people automatically judge others based on their own perceptions of appearance, which
influences how they understand others (Eagly, A.H., Ashmore, R.D., Makhijani, M.G., & Longo,
L.C., 1991). However, in artistic works, visual elements can contradict a character's true nature,
particularly in post-dramatic performances and films. In such cases, the makeup scheme becomes
a means of a visual contradiction between the characters and their appearance. Researchers of
makeup art have previously focused primarily on analyzing visual accents, seeking to interpret
specific internal characteristics of a character, hero, or genre. In this context, the relevance of this
scientific inquiry arises: to outline the purpose of visual contrast and, from the perspective of
theatrical pedagogy, to determine how actors can address this artistic challenge when working on
arole.

It is proposed to examine the use of the defined technique using the example of the
Ukrainian historical drama film "The Guide, or Flowers Have Eyes", directed and written by Oles
Sanin, with Iryna Solodovska as a makeup artist. The image of the main protagonist, the blind
Kobzar (bard) Ivan Kocherha (actor Stanislav Baklan), is executed within a realistic makeup style.

The makeup scheme follows an "aged face" concept: accentuated hollows, darkened eye
sockets, emphasized wrinkles, and gray beard and eyebrows. Particular attention was required for
the eye area, as the film's character is blind. Work in the eye area required special attention, as the
character is blind. However, the makeup artists visually enhanced key accents: a scar under the
eye, sunken and emphasized eyes, a matte corneal area, a muted mucous line, and the absence of
iris brightness. It is known that special lenses, through which nothing was visible, were custom-
made for the actor to achieve deeper immersion in the role, greater detail, and greater authenticity.

All this creates the impression of a person showing signs of aging, physical weakness, even
helplessness. At first glance, this is the image of an individual detached from life and incapable of
influencing events. However, the character's inner essence is entirely different. The hero is a bearer
of historical memory and traditions, a guardian of spiritual strength and wisdom. The visual
elements conflict with the predetermined characteristics, creating a discrepancy between the
character and his external appearance.

Thus, the makeup no longer merely illustrates but creates a metaphor, becoming an active
component within the sign system of stage semiotics.

The image of another character in the film, Volodymyr, an employee of the USPD (Unified
State Political Directorate), played by Oleksandr Kobzar, appears "ideal" at first glance. The
makeup scheme of a "youthful face": clearly accentuated facial features, a well-groomed
appearance, emphasized formality, a slight blush, and tone. Such a visual presentation should
correspond to the image of a positive character. However, the inner essence of the character is
different - cynicism, cruelty, and betrayal, which completely contradict the external mask.

Throughout the plotline, clues appear before the viewer: a smile, a characteristic squint, and a
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particular gaze. The visual framing here is used as a means of ironic alienation: the external
component hides the character's truth and simultaneously calls on the viewer to carefully watch
his actions, not to trust appearances. Thus, the discrepancy between the visual appearance and the
inner essence becomes a mirror of the system that attempts to conceal violence behind an external
facade.

Semiotic markers should help viewers activate dual associative signals. According to a
research group comprised of C. Huang, K. Fitzgerald, C. Ahn, H. Chu, and M. Grizzard, these
markers can be characterized by external contradiction, meaning the simultaneous presence of
several signs: visible (mostly permanent) and competitive (transient) (Huang, Fitzgerald, Ahn,
Chu, & Grizzard, 2017, p. 6). For instance, scars on a hero's face are a permanent visible clue,
while a smile is competitive—it appears transiently and may be subtle.

The same "clue" can be considered in the color-grading of the makeup scheme: the image
of the kobzar (bard) is enhanced with a warm color palette, while Volodymyr's is accentuated with
a colder one.

In this case, one should also consider the specific nature of an actor's work in cinema, which
involves a casting system where the actor's "type" is taken into account when approving them for
a role. According to the electronic explanatory dictionary of the Ukrainian language, "typazh"
(type) refers to "an actor whose external characteristics make them suitable for performing a
specific role" (Slovnyk.ua. Tumax). This means that, to a large extent, any artistic techniques
related to a character's appearance are premeditated by the film crew.

The same applies to antithetical makeup; this characteristic is always defined and planned
by the director and the production designer to create psychological ambiguity, tension, or to
emphasize irony.

Regarding The Guide (Povodyr), it is possible to argue that the makeup design contrasts
with the inner essence: externally, weakness and, at first glance, helplessness, while internally,
strength and grandeur. In our opinion, this visual counterpoint has a symbolic purpose: to
emphasize the strength of the spiritual over the physical, to elevate the image of the kobzar to the
level of a national symbol - a guardian of truth and culture - and to raise questions of cultural
memory and intangible heritage. Everything that is not visible is considered a spiritual legacy.
Blindness becomes merely a physical state juxtaposed with the depth of the character, his truth.
The kobzar becomes the boy's true "guide" - his teacher, mentor, and leader.

To summarize, the technique of visual inconsistency is also evident in other artistic works.
In this context, films such as "The Silence of the Lambs" (director J. Demme, 1991), "The
Hunchback of Notre Dame" (based on Victor Hugo's novel, dir. P. Medak, 1997), the
psychological allegory of the main heroine's split personality in "Black Swan" (dir. D. Aronofsky,
2010), and others come to mind. This is also observed in domestic films, for example, "A Well for
the Thirsty" and "The Eve of Ivan Kupalo" (dir. Yu. Illienko, 1965 and 1968), "Brief Encounters"
(dir. K. Muratova, 1967), among others.

In the performing arts, examples of such stylistics can be found in post-dramatic theater,
for instance, in the work of Canadian director Robert Lepage and Italian opera and ballet theater
director Romeo Castellucci. In Ukrainian theatrical art, contemporary stage artists such as Vlad
Troitskyi and Stas Zhyrkov, among others, should be mentioned.
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Moreover, this technique is actively used in advertising campaigns and social initiatives to
distance themselves from literal interpretation and appeal to deeper cultural codes, ideas, and
meanings.

Conclusions. This work proposes viewing makeup art not as an illustrative tool, but as a
metaphor for inner alienation and the rupture between an external component and its meaning.
This specified technique can enhance a character's critical perception, encourage a deeper reading,
create cognitive dissonance, and intensify the theme of moral contradiction. It undermines
aesthetic models in which "evil" is ugly and "good" is beautiful, bringing to the forefront the
dignity of human existence and ethical relations rather than external advantages.

Semiotic systems that create such complex images require detailed interpretation and
separate critical re-evaluation by both the viewer and the actor performing the role. This demands
from the artist the use of diverse methods and approaches to working with a role, deep immersion,
and awareness of its conflicting components.

With the emergence of new technologies in the performing arts, these techniques can
indeed confuse the viewer. The following scientific research can be associated with this: the
concepts of archetypes, deconstruction, and innovation in cinema and theatrical art require a more
thorough examination.

Thus, such examples not only exist but also actively function as an expressive artistic
strategy that expands the toolkit of makeup art and demonstrates its ability to operate not only
within the mimetic (reproductive) framework but also in an anti-mimetic key — as a means of
creating semantic multi-layeredness of an image.

Moving Towards the Past: Contemporary Stage Interpretations of Classical Dramaturgy

Abstract: This article analyzes the place and role of classical dramaturgy in contemporary theatre
studies. It examines how approaches to classical texts have changed since the second half of the
20th century, as well as how the emergence of “director’s theatre” has challenged the dominance
of the literary text. The study addresses the rejection of traditional psychological interpretations of
classical dramaturgy, focusing instead on the deconstruction of the text and its presentation
through new visual solutions.

Lakin XX asrdo
modernist teatr nozoriyyagilori bu anenovi yanasmani tonqid etmoya basladilar. italyan sairi va
futurizm horokatinin qurucusu Filippo Tommaso Marinetti(1915) teatrin yalniz adobi dil tizorindo
qurulmasina gars1 ¢ixaraq sohno sonatinin yeni ifado vasitolori axtarmali oldugunu vurgulayirdu.
Ingilis teatr nozoriyyagisi Eduard Qordon Qreq teatrda matnin dominant rolunu azaltmagi vo
sohnada is1q, harakat, obraz vo simvolik elementlor vasitasilo yeni monalar yaratmag toklif edirdi.
Bu yanasmalar klassik dramaturgiyanin cagdas sohno hollorindo yenidon interpretasiya
olunmasina vo miiasir rejissorlarin klassik osorlori yeni vizual vo estetik vasitolorlo toqdim
etmasing zomin yaratmisdir.

Bu yazinin bagliginda geyd etdiyim “ke¢miso dogru iroliloyis” ifadssi tosadiifi olaraq
secilmayib.

Contemporary Interpretation of the Image of the Kazakh Woman in Kazakh Theatre

Abstract: This article examines the contemporary interpretation of the image of the Kazakh
woman in theatrical art, using the productions “Ulpan” by G. Miisirepov and “Karagoz” by M.
Auezov as examples. It analyzes the process of rethinking classical heritage in the context of
modern artistic and social trends. Special attention is given to directorial approaches in which the
focus shifts from the socio-historical context to inner psychological depth and the symbolic
interpretation of characters. The key aspects of female images are revealed: social responsibility,
spiritual strength, and state-consciousness in the character of Ulpan, as well as inner freedom,
tragedy, and the conflict between the individual and society in the character of Karagoz. A
comparative analysis is conducted, allowing the identification of the multidimensional nature and
evolution of the image of the Kazakh woman in contemporary theatre. It is concluded that modern
stage interpretations contribute to a deeper philosophical understanding of classical works and
their relevance within today’s cultural space.

Abstract: The article analyzes contemporary stage interpretations of Mukhtar Auezov’s tragedy
Karagoz through the productions of Farhat Moldagali and Gulnaz Balpeisova. It examines
directorial concepts, scenographic solutions, and character interpretations that reveal new semantic
dimensions of the work. Particular attention is given to the relationship between the classical text
and contemporary theatrical approaches. The study concludes that directorial interpretations
expand the artistic potential of the play; however, the renewal of classical drama should preserve
its national and cultural foundation as well as the author’s original intent.

“Karagoz”: Contemporary Stage Interpretation

Abstract: This paper analyzes the contemporary stage interpretation of the tragedy “Karagoz” by
Mukhtar Auezov, directed by Farhad Moldagali at the Gabit Musrepov Kazakh State Academic
Theatre for Children and Youth. The study examines the director’s reinterpretation of the classical
text, including the semiotic organization of stage space, mise-en-scéne structure, acting
performance, and sound design. Particular attention is paid to the transformation of characters and
the rejection of ethnographic specificity in favor of a universal theatrical language The analysis is
based on theoretical approaches developed by Yuri Lotman, Konstantin Stanislavski, Peter Brook,
and Bertolt Brecht. The results demonstrate that the production represents a coherent directorial
concept in which the national code is preserved through internal conflicts and spiritual values,
while the classical text is reinterpreted through the language of contemporary theatre.

Bu
elementlor arasinda aktyor oyunu, rejissura, dramaturgiya, dekorasiya, kostyumlar, is1q, sas vo s.
yer alir. Tlk sohnaciklor, sohna elementlori, hovaskar “aktyorlar”in sohno sonatinin inkisafi namino
gordiiyli islor, hovaskar “rejissorlar”in qurulus verdiyi moisot vo meydan tamasalari, sobih vo
toziyolor, misteriya vo moralitelorin bu giinkii teatrin osasl kokii olmasi danilmaz faktdir.

Bildiyimiz ki, sohno sonatinin koklori yuxarida da qeyd etdiyimiz kimi qodim koklors
dayanir. Qoadim Yunan teatr1 iso ilk teatr formasi hesab edilir. Daha sonra orta osrlordoe dini
tamagalarin togokkiiliiniin vo formalagmasinin sahidi oluruq. Regiona gora doyigon teatr formalari,
movzu vo janr rongarongliyi, hovoskar rejissor “iislublart” ¢agdas dovro qodor dofslorlo gah
tonazziilo ugramisg, gah da yeni forma vo iislub axtarisinda yenidon dir¢alib, togokkiil tapmisdir.

XIX asrin sonu, XX asrda sohna sanati

XIX osrin sonlarindan baglayaraq biitlin diinyada sonato, teatra bdyiik maraq yaranir. XX
asrin avvallorindon iso bu maraq tadricon genis auditoriya zallarina ayaq acir, tamasag1 kiitlosini
do 0z arxasinca aparmaga “nail olur”. Sehno sonatinin yuxarida da qeyd etdiyimiz kimi miixtolif
istigamotlori 6z tamasagi auditoriyasini toplayir vo comiyystdo miithiim mdvqe tutaraq, yerini
“mohkomlondirir”.

Qadim tarixo malik olan sohna sonati comiyyatde hor zaman 6z yerini qoruyub-saxlamis,
auditoriyaya Otiirdiiyii mesajlarla insanlari hom diisiindiiriib, oylondirmis, homginin tarixi
salnamolorin sohnolosdirilmosi ilo onlar1 uzaq ke¢miso apararaq, bir anliq da olsa “o dovrii”
sayahot etmoloring sorait yaratmisdir.

Sohna sonotinin ohomiyyetli yanlarindan biri do odur ki, insanlar1 duygulandirib,
diisiindiirsiin, comiyyatdoki problemlors yaradici miinasibot sorgilosin, maariflondirici vo
oylondirici gokildo onlar1 ruhlandirsin vo biitiin bunlarla paralel olaraq madoniyyastin inkisafina
tohfo versin. Professor Israfil Israfilovun da vurguladig kimi “teatrda miixtolif yaxs1 vo pis basillor
méveuddur” (Israfilov 1., 2021, 5.210)

Sohno sonatinin ilkin niimunslori qadim dovrlors aid olsa da, sonatin yaradiliginin kdkiindo
modoni inkisaf dayanirdi. Maraqlidir ki, ilkin niimunalor dini vo ritual morasimlor asasinda
yaranmigdir. Biz bunu Qodim Yunan teatrindaki Dionis festivallarindan, Qadim Misir vo
Mezopotamiyada dini vo morasim ¢ixislarindan, tanr1 vo ruhlara hosr edilmis tamasalardan, Qadim
Hind vo Cin teatrinda rituallar vo musiqili-dramatik oyunlardan, Orta asr Avropa teatrindaki dini
dramlardan, kilso morasimlorindon, facio vo moralitelordon do aydin sokildo miisahido edo bilorik.

Sohno obrazi aktyor vasitosilo tamasagiya catdirilir. Sohno obrazi iso bodii-estetik
mahiyyati etibarilo bir ne¢o formada xarakterizo edilir. Aktyor soshno obrazini yaradarkon hom
xarici davranig, hom do daxili emosiyalardan istifads edir. Bu zaman o, obrazin duygu, fikir,
konflikt, sevinc vo kodarini diizgilin sokildo tamasaciya ¢atdirmalidir. Aktyorun ifa etdiyi obraz
comiyyatdaki problemloari, insani doyarlori, hayat vaziyyastlorini simvolik formada 6ziinds ehtiva
edir. Bundan basga sohno obrazi tamasaciya vizual, emosional, intellektual estetik tocriibo yasadir.
Tamasa zamani kostyum, dekorasiya, is1q, musiqi vo aktyorun oyunu ilo bu daha da giiclenir.

Sohnads gordiiylimiiz obrazlar hor hansisa hekayani deyil, homginin iimumbaosori doyarlori
— sevgi, nifrot, dostlug, xoyanot vo s. badii bil dillo tamasaciya catdirir. Bununla bagh
K.S.Stanislavski qeyd edir ki: “har bir sohno obrazinda aktyorun 6z soxsiyyeti, hayata baxisi va
monavi alomi bu vo ya digor doracado acilir” (Q.Kristi. 1979. s.42).

Aktyor isinin peso xiisusiyyatlori XIX asrin sonlarindan etibaron daha professional sokil

alir. Belo ki, XIX asrin sonu, XX osrin avvallorindon baglayaraq, teatr sahasindo bdyiik islahatlar
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hayata kecirilir, diilnyanin bir ¢ox yerinds teatr sanati ilo maggul olan rejissor va aktyorlar bdyiik
eksperimentlor hoyata kegirirlor. Aparilan islahatlar arasinda ugurlu noticaler slds edanlor do olur,
ugursuzluga diicar olanlar da. Ancaq biitiin bunlara baxmayaraq, XX osrin avvallorindon etibaron
sonoat 0z nazori vo elmi hallini tapmaga, yeni yaradici istiqgamatlordon foaliyystini davam etdirmoyo
baslayir.

Aktyor sonoti hovaskar sonot novii olmaqdan ¢ixir, daha professional, 6z nozori bazasi
osasinda formalasan bir sonot noviino ¢evrilir. Biitliin bu proseslorin osasli sokildo icra
edilmosindoK.S.Stanislavski, V.Meyerhold, B.Brext, Y.Qrotovski, A.Arto, M.Cexov vo
basqalarinin miihiim rolu olmusdur.

Istor Rusiyada, istorsa do Avropada teatr sonoti sahasinda giiclii islahatlar hoyata kegirilir.
Coxlu sayda nozoriyyaci rejissorlar bu istiqgamotdo eksperimentlor hoyata kegirirlor. Aparilan
aragdirmalarin bir qismi tarixo qovusaraq, siradan c¢ixsa da, K.S.Stanislavski, V.Meyerhold,
B.Brext vo bir ne¢o sonatkarin yaratdigi maktob 6z aktualligini bu giins kimi qoruyub-saxlamaga
miiveffaq olur. Maraqlis1 odur ki, V.Meyerhold 6zii K.S.Stanislavskinin sagirdi olmus, B.Brext do
onlarla eyni dovrds yasamisdir.

K.S.Stanislavskinin yaratdigi “Yasama sonsti” metodu, V.Meyerholdun “Biomexanika
nazariyyasi”, B.Brextin “Epik teatr” nozoriyyasi bir-birilo oxsar vo forqli cohatlors malikdir. Bu
metodlarin har birinin asaslt kokii var, rejissor-nozoriyyagilorin apardiqlar: islahatlarda gotiyyot
hiss edilir, onlar bir aktyor ii¢lin deyil, biitiin aktyorlar {igiin yararli ola bilacok bir metod {izorindo
uzun illor tokrar-tokrar islomislor.

Sohna obrazinin formalagsmasi vo ona sosial yanasma ciddiyyat tolob edir. Hotta
arasdirmalardan birinds do goriiniir ki, sohno obrazinin yaradilmasi aktyor vo rejissor arasinda
kollaborativ bir tocriibo hesab edilir, obrazin monovi-emosional qatlar1 iso dialoq vo moadoni
kontekst asasinda formalasir.

Istor K.S.Stanislavski, istorso do B.Brext vo V.Meyerhold, Y.Qrovotski, A.Arto, E.Kreq vo
M.Cexov har biri ayri-ayriligda dramatik teatrda obraz yaratma metodlarinin tohlilini aparmislar.
Aparilan todqiqat aktyorun xarakteri sadoco xarici jest vo davranigla deyil, daxili voziyyati vo
madoni xiisusiyyatlorini do nozors alaraq formalasdirmasina xidmot edir.

XX osrin ovvallorinde vo sonraki dovrlordo aparilmis arasdirmalar aktyor oyununda
emosional ifado metodlarini arasdirir vo siibut edir ki, sohno obrazinin inandirict olmasi tigiin
duygu, badon dili vo intonasiya paralel iglonmoalidir. Biz bunu daha c¢ox K.S.Stanislavski
metodunda miisahido edirik.

Teatr sonatinds aktyor yaradiciligi asas elementlordondir, ¢iinki sohno obrazi vo tamasanin
badii-estetik uguru birmonali gokilds aktyorun istedadi, toxayyil veo ifaciligi ilo olaqodardir.
Aktyor sohnads obraz yaradir, bu zaman o, daxili hislori, emosiya, horokat va jestlori ilo fikrini
tamasacilara ¢atdira bilir. Bundan basqa tamasaci tizorinds estetik vo emosional tosir yaratmaq da
aktyordan asilidir. Aktyorun sashnadaki har detal1, intonasiyas, jesti, ritmi, sohno malahati va nitqi
birbagsa auditoriyada duygu reaksiyasini formalagdirir. Rejissor no qoador sohna qurulusunu
planlasa da, aktyorsuz o 6z ideyasin1 formalagdira bilmoz. Aktyor ona verilon obrazi 6z toxoyyiilil
ilo zonginlosdirib, daha canli vo somimi goklo sala bilir.

Aktyor sonati sohno sonotinin iirayidir desok yanilmariq, ¢ilinki, mohz aktyor sohnado
unikal interpretasiya yaradir, hor tamasaya forqli doyor qazandirir. Aktyor sonoti miirokkab vo
coxqathdir vo 0, nozari va praktiki baximdan teatrsiinasliq vo psixologiya ils six baglidir.
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Aktyor isinin peso xlisusiyyatlori arasinda rolu dork etmasi, dramaturji matni tohlilini
aparmasi, hadisalorin mantiqi ardicilligin1 miisyyan etmasi, obrazin moqsad vo daxili motivlaorini
diizgiin toyin etmosi miitlogdir. Bu iso K.S.Stanislavski sisteminds asas yer tutur. K.S.Stanislavski
belo hesab edir ki, obrazin canli olmas1 iigiin aktyor onu ‘“yasamagi” bacarmalidir. Obrazin
yasanmasi liciin emosional yaddas, tosovviir vo empatiyanin obrazi vacibdir. Ciinki, aktyor hor bir
obrazin hislorini 6z psixikasinda yenidon qurur. Xarici ifads vasitolorindon bohs edorkon geyd
edilmolidir ki, daxili yasant1 sohnodo konkret formaya salinmali, mimika vo jestlor, bodon
plastikasinin qurulusu, sas tembri vo intonasiya diizgilin hall edilmalidir.

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Azerbaycan’da Tiyatro ve Toplum iliskisi: Sosyolojik Bir Degerlendirme

Ozet: Azerbaycan’da tiyatro, yalnizca estetik bir sanat alan1 olarak degil, ayn1 zamanda toplumla
dogrudan iligki kuran oOnemli bir kiltirel kurum olarak degerlendirilmektedir. Nitekim,
Azerbaycan tiyatro tarihine ve tiyatro-toplum iliskisine odaklanan c¢aligmalar, tiyatronun
modernlesme siireci, kamusal hayatin olusumu, ideolojik yonlendirme ve toplumsal hafizanin
iiretimi bakimindan dikkate deger bir isleve sahip oldugunu ortaya koymaktadir. Bu baglamda,
Azerbaycan’da tiyatro ile toplum arasindaki iliskinin sosyolojik bir bakisla ele alinmasi, tiyatronun
tarihsel gelisimi ile toplumsal islevlerinin birlikte degerlendirilmesini gerekli kilmaktadir.
Calismada, Azerbaycan tiyatrosunun 19. yiizyildaki ortaya ¢ikisindan Sovyet donemine ve
bagimsizlik sonrasina uzanan gelisim ¢izgisi, tiyatro sosyolojisinin temel kavramlari ¢ergevesinde
incelenmistir. Bu dogrultuda, tiyatronun kamusal pedagojik islevi, hegemonya ile iliskisi, kiiltiirel
tiretim alani i¢indeki konumu, kamusal alanla baglantis1 ve kolektif hafiza ilizerindeki etkisi
degerlendirilmistir. Azerbaycan’da tiyatro, toplumsal anlamlarin, siyasal yonlendirmelerin ve
kiiltiirel kimliklerin kurulmasinda etkili bir rol oynamistir. Ayrica, tiyatronun farkli tarihsel
donemlerde degisen toplumsal ve siyasal kosullara bagli olarak yeni islevler kazandigi
anlasilmaktadir. Sonug olarak, Azerbaycan’da tiyatro ile toplum iligkisi, yalnizca sanat tarihi
acisindan degil, sosyolojik a¢idan da ¢ok boyutlu bicimde incelenmesi gereken bir alan olarak
Onem tasimaktadir.

The Relationship Between Theatre and Society in Azerbaijan: A Sociological Evaluation

Abstract: In Azerbaijan, theatre is considered not only as an aesthetic field of art but also as an
important cultural institution that directly engages with society. Indeed, studies focusing on the
history of Azerbaijani theatre and the relationship between theatre and society reveal that theatre
has a significant function in terms of the process of modernization, the formation of public life,
ideological orientation, and the production of social memory. In this context, examining the
relationship between theatre and society in Azerbaijan from a sociological perspective necessitates
evaluating both the historical development of theatre and its social functions. In this study, the
developmental trajectory of Azerbaijani theatre—from its emergence in the 19th century to the
Soviet period and the post-independence era—is analyzed within the framework of the
fundamental concepts of theatre sociology. Accordingly, the pedagogical function of theatre in the
public sphere, its relationship with hegemony, its position within the field of cultural production,
its connection to the public sphere, and its impact on collective memory are examined. In
Azerbaijan, theatre has played an influential role in the construction of social meanings, political
orientations, and cultural identities. Furthermore, it is understood that theatre has acquired new
functions depending on changing social and political conditions across different historical periods.
Consequently, the relationship between theatre and society in Azerbaijan constitutes a field that
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should be examined multidimensionally not only from the perspective of art history but also from
a sociological standpoint.

Azarbaycanda teatr vo comiyyat miinasibatlori: sosioloji tahlil

Xiilasa: Azorbaycanda teatr yalniz estetik bir sonot sahosi kimi deyil, hom do comiyyatlo birbasa
olagads olan mithiim madeni institut kimi qiymatlondirilir. Dogrudan da, Azarbaycan teatrinin
tarixi vo teatr—comiyyot miinasibatlori iizorindo aparilan todqiqatlar gostorir ki, teatr modernlosmo
prosesi, ictimai hoyatin formalagmasi, ideoloji istiqgamotlonmo vo sosial yaddasin istehsali
baximindan miihiim funksiyaya malikdir. Bu kontekstdo Azorbaycanda teatr vo comiyyot
miinasibatlorinin sosioloji baximdan aragdirilmasi hom teatrin tarixi inkisafinin, hom do onun
sosial funksiyalarinin qiymotlondirilmasini zoruri edir. Bu todqiqatda Azorbaycan teatrinin inkisaf
yolu XIX osrdo yaranmasindan Sovet dovriino vo miistaqillikdon sonraki marhaloys qodor teatr
sosiologiyasinin asas anlayislart ¢orgivasindo tohlil olunur. Bu baximdan, teatrin ictimai sahado
pedaqoji funksiyasi, hegemonluqla miinasibati, modani istehsal sahasindoki mévqeyi, ictimai sfera
ilo olagesi va kollektiv yaddasa tosiri arasdirilir. Azorbaycanda teatr sosial monalarin, siyasi
istigamatlorin vo madani kimliklorin formalasmasinda tasirli rol oynamisdir. Bundan slava, teatrin
miixtolif tarixi dovrlords doyison sosial vo siyasi sortlordon asili olaraq yeni funksiyalar qazandigi
miioyyan olunur. Natico etibarilo, Azorbaycanda teatr vo comiyyat miinasibatlori yalniz sonat tarixi
baximindan deyil, hom do sosioloji aspektdon ¢coxsaxali sokilds arasdirilmali olan bir sahadir.

Giris

Tiyatro sosyolojisi, tiyatronun toplumsal boyutlarini inceleyen, ancak literatiirde gorece
sinirl1 bigimde ele alinmis bir alandir (Hayes, 2006, s. 2). Tiyatro, tarth boyunca sahnede
kurgulanan anlatiyla toplumsal yasamin gercek deneyimleri arasinda siirekli bir iligski kurmustur.
Bir yandan gilindelik hayatin catismalarin1i ve gerilimlerini yansitirken, diger yandan bu
catismalarin hangi diistinsel, duygusal ve mesruiyet ¢cerceveleri icinde anlam kazandigini goriiniir
kilar. Tiyatro sosyolojisinin esas meselesi de bu iligkinin nasil kuruldugunu anlamaya yoneliktir.
Bu alan, tiyatroyu yalnizca metin ve estetik bi¢im lizerinden degil, ayn1 zamanda seyirci, kurumlar,
iktidar iligkileri, kamusallik ve toplumsal diizenin iiretimi baglaminda da ele alir (Riccioni, 2021,
s. 441).

Azerbaycan Orneginde tiyatro, modernlesme ve aydimlanma tartigmalarinin ig¢inden
dogmus; kentlesme, matbuatin gelismesi ve yeni bir kamusal iletisim alaninin olugmasiyla birlikte
toplumsal bilincin sekillenmesinde etkili bir ara¢ olarak goriilmiistiir. Tadeusz Swietochowski de
(1980), 19. yiizy1l sonu ile 20. yiizy1l basinda tiyatro ve basini cagdas iletisim araglarinin yiikseligi
baglaminda degerlendirerek, bu doniisiimiin kiiltiirel boyutuna dikkat ¢eker (Swietochowski,
1980, s. 4). Benzer bigimde Mirza Fetali Ahundzade de, tiyatroyu okuryazarlik orani diisiik
topluluklarin aydinlanmasinda islevsel bir arag¢ olarak gérmiistiir (Gasimova, 2016, s. 43).

Azerbaycan tiyatrosu iizerine yapilan ¢aligmalarda, 6zellikle Tiirk literatiiriinde, tarihsel
gelisim, tiyatro tiirleri, yazarlar ve dramaturji gibi baslhiklarin 6ne ¢iktig1r goriilmektedir. Buna
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karsilik seyirci yapisi, kurumsal isleyis, kiiltiir politikalari, toplumsal tabakalasma ve kamusallik
gibi sosyolojik konular daha smirli bigimde ele alinmistir. Nitekim Akin (2021), Azerbaycan
tiyatrosu iizerine yapilan galismalarin az oldugunu sdyleyerek Azerbaycan Tiyatrosu Uzerine Bir
Inceleme: Ge¢misten Sovyet Dénemine Kadar baslikl1 bir makale yaymlamistir. Akin’1in ¢alismasi
daha ¢ok Azerbaycan tiyatrosunun bagimsizlifin kazanilmasina kadar olan tarihsel gelisim
siirecini ve halk oyunlarini ele almaktadir (Akin, 2021, s. 5586). Bu ¢alisma ise, s6z konusu
bosluktan hareketle, tiyatronun toplumla iligskisini merkeze alan sosyolojik bir degerlendirme igin
tutarl bir kuramsal ¢erceve olusturmay1 amaglamaktadir.

Calismanin kuramsal ¢ergevesi, tiyatro sosyolojisi ve sanat sosyolojisinde one ¢ikan bazi
temel kavramlara dayanmaktadir. Alan ve 6zerklik, hegemonya, kamusal alan, kiiltiir endiistrisi,
ritiiel, liminalite ve etkilesim diizeni bu ¢ergevenin baslica unsurlaridir. Azerbaycan tiyatrosu da
bu dogrultuda 19. yiizyill modernlesmesi, Sovyet donemindeki kurumsallasma ve ideolojik
denetim ile savas sonrasi repertuvar degisimleri i¢inde ele alinmaktadir. Boylece tiyatronun
Azerbaycan toplumundaki yeri, tarihsel ve sosyolojik bir biitiinliik i¢inde degerlendirilmektedir.

Tiyatro Sosyolojisi ve Tiyatro-Toplum Iliskisi

Tiyatro sosyolojisi, modern anlamda 6zellikle 1950°1i yillardan sonra tiyatroyu dogrudan
toplumsal bir olgu olarak inceleyen bir arastirma alani haline gelmistir (Baykal, 2023, s. 4). Bu
alanin baglangici ¢ogu zaman Georges Gurvitch’e dayandirilir. Gurvitch, The Sociology of
Theater adl1 caligmasinda tiyatroyu toplumla yakin iligki icinde olan bir alan olarak tanimlar. Ona
gore tiyatro hem toplumsal bir durumdur hem de toplumsal olarak bir araya gelmenin 6zel bir
bi¢imidir. Seyirci kitlesi, belirli bir toplumsal baglam i¢indeki performans, oyuncularin mesleki
ve toplumsal konumu ile oyunlarin igerigi arasindaki iliski, bu alanin temel inceleme konularidir.
Bu yaklagim tiyatroyu metinle sinirli gérmez; seyirciyi, oyuncuyu, sahneleme diizenini, kurumsal
yapiy1 ve tiyatronun dogdugu toplumsal ¢evreyi birlikte diisiinmeyi gerektirir.

Jean Duvignaud da tiyatro sosyolojisinin kurucu isimlerinden biridir. Duvignaud’ya gore
toplum bazi tarihsel anlarda kendisini sahne {izerinden kurar, smar ve gériiniir kilar. Ozellikle kriz,
gecis ve ¢oziilme donemlerinde tiyatro, toplumsal gerilimlerin ve doniisiim siireclerinin en agik
bicimde goriiniir oldugu alanlardan biri haline gelir (Duvignaud, 1965). Bu goriis Azerbaycan
ornegini anlamak ac¢isindan onemlidir. Cilinkii Azerbaycan tiyatrosu, modernlesmeden Sovyet
ideolojik yapilanmasina, oradan bagimsizlik sonrasi kimlik tartigmalarina uzanan bir doniisiim
cizgisi icinde sekillenmistir.

Tiyatro sosyolojisi, sanat sosyolojisiyle de yakin iliski i¢indedir. Nitekim Pierre
Bourdieu’niin sermaye yaklasimi, tiyatroyu, ekonomik, kiiltiirel ve toplumsal sermayenin farkli
oranlarda biriktigi bir miicadele uzami olarak kavramaya imkan vermektedir. Bourdieu’niin
sermayeyi ekonomik, kiiltiirel ve toplumsal bigimlerde ayirmasi, tiyatro alanindaki esitsizliklerin
yalnizca “yetenek” ya da “basar1” lizerinden aciklanamayacagini1 gostermektedir (Bourdieu, 1986,
s. 243). Ciinkii tiyatronun {iretim kosullar1 ekonomik sermayeyle; egitim, repertuvar bilgisi, sahne
egitimi ve estetik kodlara aginalik kiiltlirel sermayeyle; alana girig, ekip iligkileri, kurumsal
baglantilar ve mesleki aglar ise toplumsal sermayeyle dogrudan iliskilidir. Ayrica Bourdieu’niin
kiiltiirel sermayeyi bedensellesmis, nesnelesmis ve kurumsallasmis bicimlerde diisiinmesi,
oyunculuk ve yoOnetmenlik gibi pratiklerin yalniz teknik beceriye indirgenemeyecegini agik
bigimde ortaya koymaktadir (Bourdieu, 1986, s. 243). Ozellikle bedensellesmis kiiltiirel sermaye,
uzun siireli bir igsellestirme siirecine dayanir; sahnede “dogal” goriinen ifade, jest, ses kullanimi

ve giiven duygusu, ger¢ekte bedene yerlesmis tarihsel bir birikimin tirtintidiir (Bourdieu, 1986, s.
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245). Bu nedenle tiyatro alaninda taninma, secilme ve kalicilagma siiregleri, ¢cogu zaman
goriinenden daha derin bir sermaye dolasimina baghdir. Prestijli sahnelerde yer alma, belirli
ekollere yakinlik, usta-¢irak iligkileri ve kurumsal aidiyetler de bu dolasimin simgesel boyutunu
olusturur. Bourdieu’niin belirttigi gibi, kimi sermaye tiirleri belirli kosullarda simgesel sermaye
gibi isleyerek dogrudan gii¢ olarak degil, mesru kabul edilmis degerler halinde goriiniirliikk kazanir
(Bourdieu, 1986, s. 245). Tiirkiye’de tiyatro oyunculariin kariyer siireglerine odaklanan Karadag
ve Poyraz’in caligmasi da bunu dogrular niteliktedir; arastirmacilar, sosyal sermayenin aile,
aidiyetler ve piyasa iliskileri ekseninde ¢alistigini, dolayisiyla tiyatro gibi liyakat sdyleminin gii¢lii
oldugu bir alanda bile sosyal kapanma mekanizmalarinin tiretildigini gostermektedir (Karadag &
Poyraz, 2024, s. 345-346).

Habermas’a gore kamusal alan, herkesin katilabildigi ve ortak meselelerin tartigilabildigi
bir alandir; bu agidan tiyatro da bir karsilasma ve tartigma zemini olarak 6nem kazanir (Habermas,
1989, s. 36). Tiyatro bu yoniiyle, seyir deneyimini ortaklastiran ve toplumsal meseleleri goriintir
kilan bir kamusal pratik niteligi tasir. Ancak Habermas’in asil 6nemli katkisi, bu kamusalligin
zamanla doniislime ugradigini gostermesidir. Ona gore modern toplumda kamusal alan, kiiltiir-
tartisan bir kamudan kiiltiir-tiiketen bir kamuya dogru kaymis; reklam, halkla iligkiler ve medya
teknikleri, kamusal aklin yerini giderek yonetilen kanaat bigimlerine birakmistir (Habermas, 1989,
s. 193-194). Bu durum, bir yandan tiyatroyu elestirel diisiince ve toplumsal tartisma i¢in gii¢lii
bir alan haline getirir; 6te yandan gosteri, sponsorluk ve tanitim dili i¢inde kamusal rizanin yeniden
iiretildigi bir alana déniistiiriir. Nitekim Ongen (2025), tiyatro ve sinema sanatlarini farkli
kesimlerden insanlarin ortak bir deneyim etrafinda bulustugu kamusal alanlar olarak tanimlarken,
ayni zamanda bu alanlarin devlet ideolojisi ya da piyasa mantig1 tarafindan tek tiplestirilebilecegini
sdyler (Ongen, 2025, s. 681-682).

Kamusallik meselesi, Gramsci’nin hegemonya kavramiyla daha somut bir zemine oturur.
Gramsci, iktidarin yalnizca zorla degil, riza iireterek isledigini sdyler; bu ylizden iktidarin
stirekliligi, rizanin stirekli olarak farkli bicimlerde yeniden iiretilmesine baglidir (Gramsci, 1971,
s. 245). Bu cergevede tiyatro, duygularin, degerlerin ve diisiinme bi¢imlerinin dolasima girdigi bir
alan olarak goriiliir. Tiyatro, belirli hayat tarzlar1 ve deger yargilarini mesrulastirabildigi gibi,
bunlar1 tartigmaya da agabilir. Nitekim Cusga (2025), sivil toplumu medya, egitim, kiiltiir ve sanatla
birlikte rizanin iretildigi bir alan olarak degerlendirir ve hegemonyay1 “tahakkiim ve riza” iligkisi
icinde aciklar (Cusa, 2025, s. 401). Bu noktada 6nemli olan, metnin ne anlattigindan cok,
seyircinin nasil bir konuma yerlestirildigidir. Karsi-hegemonik tiyatro da burada ortaya ¢ikar;
yerlesik kabulleri sarsabildigi 6l¢lide anlam kazanir.

Goffman’in (1959) dramaturjik yaklasima, tiyatro ile toplumsal etkilesim arasindaki iligkiyi
mikro-sosyolojik diizeyde goriiniir kilarken, performansin her zaman belirli sinirlar, roller ve
diizenlemeler i¢inde gerceklestigini gosterir. Bu cercevede tiyatro, yalnizca sahnedeki temsil
tizerinden degil, sahne arkas1 emek, kurumsal koordinasyon ve kendini sunma bigimleri {izerinden
de bakilmalidir (Goffman, 1959, s. 106). Adorno ve Horkheimer’in (2002) kiiltiir endiistrisi
elestirisi ise bu cerceveyi genisletir ve tiyatronun modern kapitalist dolagim iginde nasil
metalagabildigini gosterir. Bu durum, tiyatronun toplumsal islevinin yalnizca ne anlattigiyla degil,
hangi iiretim ve sunum kosullariyla da iliskili oldugunu gosterir. Bu nedenle tiyatroyu, kurumsal
olarak iiretilen ve piyasa kosullarindan bagimsiz olmayan bir kiiltiirel pratik olarak diisiinmek
gerekir (Adorno & Horkheimer, 2002, s. 114-115)
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Tiyatro sosyolojisinin bir baska 6nemli boyutu da toplumsal ¢atismanin ve duygunun
sahnede nasil 6rgiitlendigi meselesidir. Victor Turner (1982), sosyal dramalari ihlal, kriz, onarim
ve yeniden biitiinlesme ya da kopus asamalarindan olusan siirecler olarak tanimlar (Turner, 1982,
s. 69—71). Bu yaklasim, tiyatronun toplumsal ¢atismalar1 yalnizca konu edinmedigini, onlar1 belirli
bir ahlaki ve estetik ¢ergeve i¢inde seyirciye sundugunu gostermektedir. Turner’in, ihlalin kamusal
alanda goriiniir hale geldigine iliskin vurgusu, tiyatronun toplumsal kriz donemlerinde neden daha
onemli hale geldigini agiklar (Turner, 1982, s. 171).

Ote yandan Hochschild’in (1983) duygusal emek yaklasimi, tiyatroyu insani harekete
geciren duygularin nasil iretildigi ve yonlendirildigi ilizerinden diislinmeyi miimkiin kilar.
Hochschild, duygunun modern toplumda yonetilen ve belirli kurallara baglanan bir emek bigimine
doniistiigiint belirtir (Hochschild, 1983, s. 119). Bu ag¢idan tiyatro, hem oyuncunun duygusal
emegini hem de seyircide korku, merhamet, 6tke, rahatlama ya da sug¢ ortaklig1 gibi duygulari
belirli estetik araclarla diizenleyen bir alandir. Nitekim Alkan’in (2022) kamusal siddetin tiyatro
metni lizerinden tartisilmasina iligkin degerlendirmesi, tiyatronun siddeti yalnizca yansitmakla
kalmadigini, onu seyirci i¢in diisiinsel ve duygusal bir yiizlesme alanina doniistiirdiiglini
gostermektedir (Alkan, 2022, s. 359).

Azerbaycan Tiyatrosunun Toplumla iliskisi Uzerine Sosyolojik Bir Degerlendirme

Azerbaycan tiyatrosunun toplumla iligkisi, yalnizca kurumsal olarak tiyatro tarihiyle
aciklanabilecek bir mesele degildir. Bu iliskinin kokleri, modern sahne diizeninden ¢ok daha 6nce
ortaya ¢ikan ritiiellere, meydan oyunlarina ve sozlii kiiltiir geleneklerine kadar uzanmaktadir.
“Maral Oyunu”, “Kosa-Kosa” gibi torenler ve asik sanati, toplumun ortak hafizasini canli tutan
erken donem gosteri bicimleri olarak énemli bir islev listlenmistir. (Salamzads, 2023, s. 19). Bu
gosteriler yalnizca estetik bir seyir sunmamis, ayni1 zamanda insanlarin bir araya geldigi, toplumsal
baglarin gii¢lendigi ve ortak kimlik duygusunun olustugu bir kamusal alan yaratmistir. Pazar
yerleri ve kervansaray gibi yerlerde sahnelenen bu gosteriler, tiyatronun baslangigtan beri kamusal
alanla i¢ i¢e oldugunu gostermektedir (Rohimli, 2005, s. 4).

19. yiizyilin ikinci yarisinda Azerbaycan tiyatrosu daha belirgin bir modernlesme siirecine
girmistir. Ozellikle petrol sanayisinin yarattig1 ekonomik hareketlilik ve Avrupa etkisinin artmasi,
tiyatroyu yeni bir rol kazandirmistir. 1873 yilinda Mirza Fetali Ahundzade’nin "Lenkeran Haninin
Veziri" eserinin sahnelenmesiyle baslayan bu siiregte tiyatro, halki egitmenin ve aydinlatmanin
etkili yollarindan biri haline gelmistir (Gasimova, 2016, s. 43). Ahundzade’nin egitici ve maarifci
yaklasimi, tiyatroyu cehaletle miicadelede etkili bir arag olarak goriirken, onu izleyen Necef Bey
Vezirov, 1896’da kaleme aldigi "Musibet-i Fahreddin" ile trajediyi toplumsal sorunlarin
tartisildig1 bir alana doniistiirmiistiir (Akin, 2018, s. 605). Feodal baskilar, eski aliskanliklar ve
toplumdaki sorunlar tiyatro araciligiyla glindeme getirilmistir. Boylece tiyatro, sanatin yani sira
toplumsal elestirinin dile getirildigi onemli bir alan haline gelmistir (Akpinar, 1994, s. 59).

1920 sonrasinda Sovyet yonetiminin kurulmastyla birlikte tiyatronun islevi degismistir. Bu
donemde sahne sanatlar1 devlet ideolojisinin onemli ideolojik araglarindan biri haline gelmis,
Sosyalist Gergekgeilik anlayisi tiyatro iizerinde belirleyici olmustur (Mommaodova, 2016, s. 14—15).
Kadin haklari, dini bagnazligin elestirisi, yeni toplum idealinin kurulmasi gibi temalar oyunlarda
one cikarilmistir. Cafer Cabbarli’nin eserleri bu doniisiimiin dikkat g¢ekici 6rneklerinden biri
olmustur. Ancak ayni dénemde tiyatro lizerindeki baski da artmistir (Kog, 2022, s. 340). 1937°de
bir¢cok aydinin tasfiye edilmesi, sanat hayatinda ciddi bir kirilmaya yol agmis; bu durum tiyatroda

hem diisiince alanini daraltmis hem de giiclii bir korku ortami yaratmistir. Sonraki yillarda ise
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bireyin i¢ diinyasini, toplumsal yabancilasmay1 ve ruhsal ¢atismalart ele alan eserlerin artmasi,
tiyatronun bir dl¢iide ideolojik baskidan uzaklasip daha insani konulara yoneldigini gostermistir
(Adigiizel, 2006, s. 45).

Tiyatronun toplumla iliskisini anlamada gorsel anlatim ve 6zellikle afisler 6nemli bir yer
tutar. Ozellikle afisler, bir oyunun vermek istedigi mesaji, ait oldugu dénemin ruhunu ve toplumsal
hafizada biraktig1 etkiyi yansitir. Celil Memmedguluzade’nin Oliiler adli eserinin afisinde yer alan
merdiven imgesi, aydinlanma ve toplumsal uyanis diisiincesini ¢agristirmaktadir. Yasar oyununun
afisi ise sinifsal ayrimlart ve aydin ile halk arasindaki kopuklugu simgesel bir sekilde
gostermektedir (Zeynalov ve Ozer, 2026). Cehennem Sakinleri afisinde kullanilan koyu tonlar,
1937°deki baskilarin yarattigi korkuyu ve toplumda biraktigi etkiyi yansitmaktadir. “Anamin
Kitab1 eserindeki {ic kapi imgesi, toplumun Rusya, Iran ve Tiirkiye etkisi altinda yasadig
boliinmeyi ve ana dili koruma geregini ortaya koymaktadir (Alizade, 1998, s. 55). Cengiz
Aytmatov’un eserinden uyarlanan Mankurt ise hafiza kaybi lizerinden kiiltiirel yabancilagsmay1 ve
kimlik kaybin1 anlatmaktadir (Zeynalov, 2023, s. 98).

Tartisma ve Sonug¢

Bu calisma, Azerbaycan’da tiyatronun yalnizca estetik bir sanat pratigi olmadigini, ayni
zamanda toplumsal doniisiimiin, kiiltiirel kimlik insasinin ve ideolojik miicadelelerin 6nemli
tagtyicilarindan biri oldugunu gostermektedir. Azerbaycan tiyatrosunun tarihsel gelisim ¢izgisi
incelendiginde, tiyatronun her donemde degisen siyasal ve toplumsal kosullarla birlikte farkli
islevler {istlendigi goriilmektedir. Ozellikle 19. yiizyilda modernlesme ve maarifeilik
hareketlerinin etkisiyle tiyatro, toplumsal bilin¢ olusturmanin ve kamusal iletisim {iretmenin etkili
araglarindan biri haline gelmistir. Sovyet doneminde tiyatro, devlet ideolojisinin yeniden tiretildigi
kiiltiirel alanlardan biri olarak sekillenmis, bagimsizlik sonrasinda ise kimlik, hafiza ve kiiltiirel
aidiyet tartismalarinin merkezinde yer almaya baglamistir.

Calismanin ortaya koydugu temel bulgulardan biri, Azerbaycan tiyatrosunun toplumla
karsilikli etkilesim icinde geligsmis olmasidir. Tiyatro yalnizca toplumsal gergekligi yansitan bir
mecra degildir. Ayn1 zamanda toplumun diisiinme bigimlerini, degerlerini ve kolektif hafizasinm
sekillendiren aktif bir kiiltiirel iiretim alamidir. Bu durum o6zellikle hegemonya ve kamusal alan
tartismalar1 ¢ercevesinde daha belirgin héle gelmektedir. Ciinkii tiyatro, bir taraftan siyasal
iktidarin kiiltirel mesruiyet iiretimine katki saglayabilmekte, diger taraftan elestirel diislincenin
gelisebildigi bir kamusal tartigma zemini olusturabilmektedir. Sovyet donemindeki ideolojik
yonlendirme ile bagimsizlik sonras1 ddnemde 6ne ¢ikan kimlik ve hafiza temalarinin farklilagsmasz,
tiyatronun toplumsal doniisiimlere bagli olarak yeniden bicimlendigini acik bicimde
gostermektedir.

Arastirma ayrica Azerbaycan tiyatrosunun yalnizca sahne performanslariyla degil, gorsel
anlatilar ve sembolik iiretim bigimleriyle de toplumsal anlam olusturdugunu goéstermektedir.
Afisler, ritiieller ve simgesel imgeler, donemin siyasal atmosferini ve toplumsal ruh halini tastyan
onemli kiiltiirel gostergeler haline gelmistir. Ozellikle savas, bask1 ve kimlik krizlerinin yasandig1
donemlerde tiyatronun kolektif hafizay1 canli tutan bir anlati alanina doniistiigii anlagilmaktadir.
Bu yoniiyle tiyatro, toplumun ge¢cmisle kurdugu iliskiyi yeniden {ireten kiiltiirel bir hafiza mekan1
niteligi tasimaktadir. Son yillarda sahnelenen ve vatan, toprak, aidiyet ve savas hafizas1 gibi
temalar1 6ne ¢ikaran eserler de tiyatronun toplumsal birlik duygusunu gii¢clendiren iglevini devam
ettirdigini gostermektedir. Bu durum, tiyatronun yalnizca ge¢misi temsil eden bir sanat alani
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olmadigini, ayn1 zamanda toplumun kendisi lizerine yeniden diisiinmesine imkan veren canli bir
kamusal tartigma alani oldugunu ortaya koymaktadir (Zeynalov, 2023, s. 113).

Bununla birlikte giiniimiiz Azerbaycan tiyatrosu bazi yapisal sorunlarla da kars karsiyadir.
Ekonomik gdstergelerdeki iyilesmeye ragmen tiyatro seyircisinin ayni diizeyde artmamasi,
kiltiirel tiikketim aliskanliklarinda belirgin bir degisim yasandigin1 gostermektedir (Mammadov,
2026). Gelir diizeyinin yiikselmesi, her zaman tiyatroya yonelimi artirmamaktadir. Dijital
mecralarin yayginlasmasi, bos zamanin farkli bi¢imlerde degerlendirilmesi ve kiiltiirel ilginin yeni
alanlara kaymasi, tiyatronun seyirciyle kurdugu iliskiyi zayiflatabilmektedir (Gafarov, 2013, s.
19). Tiyatrolarin biiylik dl¢iide Bakii’de yogunlagmasi, tasradaki niifusun kiiltiirel imkanlara
erisimini sinirlamaktadir. Bu durum, tiyatronun toplumsal etkisinin iilke genelinde esit bigimde
yayillmadigini gostermektedir (Dovlot Statistika Komitosi, 2024, s. 81). Ancak dijital ¢agin
yarattig1 bu doniisiimlere ragmen tiyatronun toplumsal hafizadaki yerini korumasi, onun hala giiclii
bir kiiltiirel ve sosyolojik isleve sahip oldugunu gostermektedir.

Bugiin Azerbaycan tiyatrosu, tarihsel siire¢ boyunca oldugu gibi toplumun kendisini ifade
ettigi, tartistig1 ve yeniden anlamlandirdigi 6nemli kamusal alanlardan biri olmay siirdiirmektedir.
Bu nedenle gelecekte yapilacak ¢aligmalarin seyirci pratikleri, dijital tiyatro deneyimleri, kiiltiir
politikalar1 ve gen¢ kusaklarin tiyatro algist gibi konulara yonelmesi, Azerbaycan’da tiyatro ile
toplum arasindaki iligkinin daha kapsamli bigimde anlasilmasina katki saglayacaktir.
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
